Letter from the Mayor.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:

Sir,—I see in this morning’s edition of
your paper an editorial statement to the
offect that the common council “has adopt-
ed a proposition made to them by the
Mineral. Productst Company of the state of
New York for the establishment in this
city of a blast furnace and plant for the
production of manganese on the basis of
the concession of a free site and exemption
from taxation and water rates.”

This statement is not putting the matter
at all correctly. The company has so far
made no definite proposition to come here
on any terms, nor has the common council
made an offer to them of free site and ex-
emption from taxation and water rates.
The common council has passed a resolu-
tion to the effect that it would give to
the Mineral Products Comapny “favorable
consideration and every reasonable induce-
ment to locate in the city and appointed
a committee to correspond with the com-
pany with « view of obtaining a definite
proposition from them, provided it is first
ascertained that the establishment of such
a plant would not be injurious to health
or to the fisheries of the harbor.”

I think this is a correct attitude for the
council to assume. We are all anxious to
soe our city grow and it would seem as
if the most likely. means of reaching this
end would be by the establishment of new
industries here. At the same time I am
'quite of your opinion that any industry
which would be entitled to complete ex-
emption from taxes and water rates must
be a very exceptional one and in my opin-
jon would not include the company under
digcussion. The council is alive to the ser-
jousness' of tax exemptions, and it has not
the power even if it had the desire to ex-
empt from school and water rates.

London, Dec. 5.—The war office has re-
ceived the following from Lord Kitchener,
dated Bloemfontein, Dec. 5:

«Gen. Knox re-engaged De Wet near
Bethulie on the Smithfield road yesterday.
He drove the enemy from all their posi-
tions before dark, when they retreated
northward. Col. Polcher assisted by a

turning movement on Knox’s left.”

ADDRESSED BY CHAMBERLAIN.
Canadians Listen to the Secretary of State
for the Colonies and to Lords Lansdowne
and Aberdeen—The Marquis of Lorne
Dines Them.

“London, Dec. 5—The popular Canadian
regiment spent this morning viewing the
sights in the House of Commons. In the
course of their rambles they met Right
Hon. Joseph- Uhamberlain, secretary of
state for the colonies, who gracicusly
greeted them. He delivered a stirring ad-
dress, pointing out the indebtedness of
the mother country to the colonies for
assistance that had been rendered in fight-
ing the cause of justice and liberty in
South Africa. i

“The Canadians also paid a visit to the
House of Lords. They were received by
Lords Lansdowne and Aberdeen, who de-
livered addresses that won the commenda-
tion of the men. for the lofty sentiments
and true patriotism expressed.

“Col. Otter replied’ififitting terms. The
Duke of Argyll, kovwn better as the
Marquis of Lorne, entertained the Cana-
dians at luncheon today at Kensingbon.
Tonight the patty atitended a reception at
Kensington town hall.”

London, Dec. 5—T1his evening the cffi-
cers of the Canadian “contingent were
banqueted, by . the Canada  Club, Lord
S rathcona and Mount Royal presiding.
‘The Barl of Aberdeen, former governor-
geneial of Canada, and many notable per-
sons connected with the domfnion were
present. Lord Strathcona and Mount
royal, Lord Abcrdeen, Col. Otier and
Captain Denison delivered patriotic amd
complimentary speeches, in which thanks
for the welcome extended the vis boi's
were mingled with. {ifearty endorsements
of the admiration in which the Canadian
and hcme trcops held each other.

Durban, Dec. 5—Lord Roberts, who has
awived here, was accorded a tumuliuous
reception. Members of the Irish Associ-
ation dragged his carmage to the town
hall. The streets were profusely dec srated
and crowded to suffvecation. Numerous
addrosscs were presented  to the field
marshal.

(Cologne, Dec. 5—Mr. Kruger walked to-
day in the rain from his hotel to the
cathedral. He was cheered enthusiastic-
ally by an assemblage of people who had
long waited to see him. Mr. Kruger re-
peatedly . raised his hat in acknowledge-
ment of the cheering. He departs at 10
a. m. tomorrow on a special train con-
necting with the Dutch express at Zev-
haar.

Cape Town, Dec. 5—Paul Botha, mem-
ber of the Orange Free State Voiksraad
for 21 years, has issued a pamphlet ap-
pealing to his fellow-countrymen to accept
the inevitable and recognze British rule,
which, he says, is alone possible in Soutn
Africa. He says he has repeatedly - ap-
peated to Steyn and DeWet to cease fight-
ing. He bititerly attacks Steyn. He pre-
dicts that Britons and Boers will eventu-
ally live peaceably together under the
Brit'sh flag.

London, Dec. 5—Mr. J. M. Robertson,
who has just returned from South Africa,
in @ speech at a meeting of the League of
Liberals, said the people here knew little
or nothing of what was going on in South
Africa. He further asserted that he him-
<clf saw an order of Lord Roberts’ in July
for the burning of 40 farms. The Dutch,
Mr. Robertson added, are now absolutely
alienated.

Tondon, Dec. 5.—A London news agency
publishes a despatch from Pretoria saying
that fighting has been going on for four
days at Bronkhorst Spruit, east of Pre-
toria, that Commandants Viljoen and
Erasmus, with 2,50 Boers are mow sur-
rounded, and that 80 Boers have been
Lilled.

At the war office this despatch is char-
acterized as belated information regarding
events covered in the official despatches
from Lord Kitchener, ‘dated Bloemfontein,
Nov. 30, although the statement that the
Boers were surrounded is not supported
officially.

Exploding Boiler Kills Three Men.

CANADIAN NEWS.

About a Branch of the Naval Reserve in
Canada

e

1t is undemstood the idea of establishing
a branch of the naval reserve in Canada,
since it appears to be a success in New-
foundland, is thought seriously of, and it
is understood the British governmenlt are
corresponding with the dominion govern-
_ment with a view of bringing it about.
The initial thing that will be done is to
establish a training ship in this city,
which will probably be an obsolete wac-
¢hip, as after the, firdt batdh from Carada
who wish to go to sea on a warship for
six morlths, can do so, putting in so many
days drill cach year subsequently on the
training ship, till they have served their
time and became full-fledged R. N. .
men, and receive the financial benefits
Itherefrom.—[Halifax Regorden.

The total receirits of the Toronto Exhi-
bition since its organization in 1879 have
been $1,428,016, and the expenditure for
the same period $1,497,,939, showing a de-
ficit on the fair to date of $69,023. The
total assets in buildings of the exhibition
handed over to the city when the lease
was made last year were $216,547. Against
this was a miortgage of $85,000 and an
overdraft of $24,683, leaving an apparent
surplus of $106,863. The amount expend-
ed by the city for exhibition purposes
since the asso@ation was formed approach-
od $400,000. The amount has nothing to
do with the assets or the receipts and ex-
penditure above mentioned.

London, Dce. 2—Ten days to three
weeks’ solitary confinement spent chiefly
in bed, is the latest English prescription
for tired or ailing men and women. Wcll
ones also are adviséd that such a penance
faithfully performed once a year would
solve the whole problem of health and
Jongevity.

This is one of the applications of the
principal secreit of long life, which a large
number of prominent English medical men
ane preaching to all ‘their paiients. The
theory, condensed into a phrase, &s “con-
servation of energy.” It is combined with
two older and more familiar precepts—
moderation and system. One of the
Quaen’s: physidians has just written a
popular arvticle on the subject, which s at-
tradting a great deal of attentiom, be-
cause of his application of his princples
he combats rome ideas which have long
ruled the professicnal and lay mind. To
begin with, he asks: What §s Tife? That
is w que:lion, e admits, which you can-
not answer, but yocu know cnz thing it
inevitably leads to, and that is death, and
in @ general way you know what brings
about death, and that is ithe expending in
some way of the last Temaining ounce of
cnergy. "

Tt is when he condemns the unnccessary
waste of energy by exencise that this emiu.-
ent physician surprises us. The man who
‘works hard with his head afl day and
then takes a long walk for the sake of
exercise makes a terrible mistake, accord-

‘ing ‘to dlhis authority.

“Mental energy and bodily energy,” he
declares, “come to the same thing at the
finish. Having freely drawn from the stock
of cne, you must nct then tap the othev
with the idea that it is bemeficial, for it
is met. They have a common source.”

He cites Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, who
takes mo physical exercise: whatever, as
ithe maist conspicuous example of the
soundness of his theory.

With regard o moderation, the writer's
most emphatic warning is that everybody
eats too much. Kat what you like, he
gays, but stop considerably shoit of fuily
gatisfying the appetite. The stomach nas
far too much work to do. Give it less
and now and agam let it have an absolute

Practice moderation in smoking and
drinking. There is no meed whatever for
total abstenance, for there is nothing in
the (habilts which is in the least incons's-
tent with nonagenarfanism. The man who
drinks a qualt of beer a day must not ex-
pect great length of days. #le may never
be in the leaut intoxicited, and may be-
lieve that he expeniences mo ill effects
whatever from consuming so much alco-
holic liquid; I'but it is too much. Give a
stridter meaning to the word moderation,
and drink accordingly.”

The writer uses “beer” in the English
sense, meaning ale. Lager beer, although
consumed in large quantities every year,
has nct become a national drink. Finally
he says:

“As far as is practicable, live through-
cut yeur life on the same system. Let it
be a good one to begin with, and then ad-
here ®ouit unaltered. A great mistake is
made -in supposing that a man of 40 re-
quires this, and at 50 he requires that.
Faddism is bad. Regulanity is a sound
principle; bubt it should be regularity from
