YOUTHS' COMPANION,

THE BIGGEST NEST.

The Australian jungle fowl which
makes itg nests in the shape of earth
mounds of prodigious size, “ne of which
measured 15 1. in porpendiculur height,
with & circumference of 160 ft,  These
heaps are placed under shelter, and often
so enveloped in foliage that, in spite of
their great size, they can scarcely be dis-
covered. The material of which the
mass is composed generally consists of
leaves, grass and other vegetable matter.
Vast numbers of eggs are found in these
mound nests, placed at a considerable
depth, some being as much as six or
seven feet from the top of the heap.
They are deposited in a curious manner,
the bird scratching its way into the
heap, lnying an egg, and then filling up
the hole as she makes her way out
again.  Another species of mound-
building bird i3 the brush turkey or
tallagella of Australin. One measured
by the ornithelogist, Gould, was 14 ft,
high, while another, measured by Jukes,
was a little over 10 ft. The eggs are
laid deep down in the mound, and in the
ease of both these birds are hatched by
the fermentation of the vegetable mat-
ter forming the mound. ‘The South
African sociable weaver-birds build ‘a
colony of nests under one roof, which
resembles a thatched honsetop in ap-
pearance. Le Vaillant counted in one
unfinished editice of this kind 320 nests,

INBECT8 AT SEA.

Birds of passage make theirway acroes
wide stretches of water with instinet, not
only in refmd to their course, but in re-
gard to the proper season as well. The
finding of tlies and butterflies a long way
out at sea is perhaps hardly more won-
derful; but to most readers the fact is
not so well known. What Mr. Colling-
wood found to be the habit of such in-
sects in Chinese waters may be observed
over large areas of tropic seas. When
we had stood out some thirty miles from
the Jand a plague of flies overtook us.
The cabin was so full of them that the
beams were blackened. Common, black
house flies they were for the most Fart.,
with, however, a good gprinkling of large
green flies. Where they could have
come from was a mystery; but they
were & terrible nuisance, and although
we swept off thousands in anet their
numbers were not gengibly diminished.
Another singular eircumstance was that
although no land was in sight, large
dragon flies repeatedly flew acroea the
ship; and I observed a large, dark but-
terily flit across in the direction of the
tand without stopping to rest on theship.
At this time the nearest Jand was the
Chusan Islands, full thirty miles off. It
is by no means an uncommon circum-
gtance to sce butterilies launch them-
selves off one shore for a short aerial ex-
earsion to the opposite shore, haif a mile
or o mile distant without the least hesi-
tation; and when we were anchored in
harbor as at Kelung they were con-
stantly fAying through the rigging so rap-
idly that it wns impossible to catch them,
for they never rested upon the ship.
Under these cirecumstances they usually
fly low inu straight line and near the
water.
FIGLITING TWO ELEPHANTS,

Two men are no physical match for
two elephants, but superior cunning and
artificial weapons make even one man
the equnl of several of the most power-
ful beasts. It makes n hunter's expe-
rience and the story of it, toa, very thril-
ling, nevertheless, to owe his victory and
his life to the success of a single shot at
thie critical moment in an encounter with
a cregture so much stronger than him-
self.
