PROCLAMATION having. the Force of Law /to
declare that Enghsh Law is in force in British Co-
lumbia. - . o j

HEREAS, by an Act of Palhament passed in the Session held in the 21st and 22nd
vears of Her \Iagesty Queen Vietoria, it was enacted that the territories therein des-
cribed should be comprised within the Colony thereby created of British Columbja; and
it was further enacted that on the proclamation of the said Aect in British Co umbla,
certain Acts which were passed in the 43rd year of his late Majesty King George the Third,
and in the 2nd year of his late Majesty King George the Fourth, and by which ithe law
of Upper Canada was extended to certain parts of America therein mentioned, should
" cease to have force in the said Colony of British Columbia, or to be appheab]e thereto:

And whereas such proclamatlon of the said first mentioned Act has been duly made on
this 19th day of November instant: /

And whereas by a Commission under the Great Seal of the United Kingdo: m of G‘rrea.t
Britain andIreland, Her Majesty was pleased to appoint James Douglas to e Governor
of British Columbla, and to authorize the said James Douglas by proclan/mftmn issued

under the Public Seal of the said Coleny, to make Laws, Tnstitations and O dinances for

the peace, order and good government thereof:

"It is therefore hereby enacted and proclaimed by the Governor of Bri jsh Columbia
that the Civil and Criminal Laws of England, as the same existed at the (ﬁtte of the said
Proclamation of the said Act, and so far as they are not, from local cweumstances, in-
applicable to the Colony of British Columbia, are and will remain in full force within the
said Colony, till such times as they shall be altered by Her said Majes jjy in Her Privy
Council, or by me, the said Governor, or by such other Legislative. uthority as may
hereafter be legally constituted in the said Colony ; and that such Lawd shall be admmls-
tered and enforced by all proper Authorities against all persons infringing and in favor
of all persons claiming protection of the same Laws.
