then 100 miles distant.from our frontier would be completed and the
trains running on it into Winnipeg by the close of t]\uat year. (Loud
cheers,) This promise, as you all know, was fu]ﬁlled and I trust that I
shall be as happy 2 prophet in announcing my belief ﬂon this occasion
that there will be at least 600 miles of railway built ne)&t year, and that
_ by the close of the year following the Canadian Pacific Rallway will have
reached the Rocky Mountains. Then I trast we shallt haye the very
great pleasure of seeing amongst us His Excellency once more,and that
we shall have the hxghfhopoug' and proud satxsfactﬂon\fa. satisfaction .
" whichi will be most cordially joined in not only by every gentleman here - -
assembled, but by everyone now within the province and the territories -
of the North-West, as well as by those many thousands,,who will in the
meantime be drawn hither in ‘great measure from the publxca.mon of the
knowledge communicated to the outside world through “the medmm of .
the eloquent address we have heard from His Excellency| this evening—
that by the close of two yearsfrom-this we shall have the th'h honour and
very great satisfaction of waftmg His Dxcellency and - alonv with him
Her Royal Highness, we sincerely trust fully restored to 'healbh -and

. best quality—such an extent of fine agricultural: land in one unbroken

) stretch as can nowhere else be surveyed from any one- place either on
this continent or any gther-part of the world of which 'we have any
knowledge. (Great cheering.) And now, gentlemen, I beg to thank
you for the kind and cordial manner in which you ‘have been good
enough to receive-the mention of my name. (Great cheermg) ~
