1 wept as
1 held in my hantis the 30Oor so cards carefully matie out for
eachoef my relatives so*ing wben they were admitteti
and on what date chey were murdereti.* Most of them weoe
chiltiren.

Doesntrtha maie God subjecr
to Ronny Reagan? I t la truetehar blacorikaily*bot
economics andi polirics always songlit legitimaionfrorn
religion. la Reagan using PalwelI, or FaIWell using
Reagan?

Jens unfortunately fails cci differentiate bet*een
Falweis funtiamentalism andi cradtional Chrisrianity.

Fundamnentalism seems as 6e racialiy
exclusive as the Engliah-speaking workd lsMa, fntiamnen-
calists are not ailowe toas eati dht entire Bible; sognt of the
Bibles bocks whidi do not suport fundamentalist
opinions bave beendtropped. Fundmentalisteconstantly
accuse craditonalChrastaanity of excessive rationalism
anti humanismn.
