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is that is begetting the blindness and the
bitterness which is shutting out the light
and warmth of l1life, and seek to change that
thing, and we shall soon see a very different
world than we have to-day. In some such
search, we shall find the secret of the world's
unrest. |
We are in an age of transition. The old
order of things which existed before the Great
War was split wide open by that world upqeaval.
That order is being examined now, not from the
top, but from beneath. It was an order full of
social injustice in many lands, an injustice
to classes and masses of men which has bred no
end of hate and mistrust. Before we attempt
to pass judgment on eny nation or on any class,
we would do well to know something of its story,
inside out. The reconstruction of the social
order is the problem with which the statesmen
of Europe are wrestling to-day, and no part of
the world is free from its possible repercussions

and explosions.
