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J hove also two additional 

qualifications to make «arising out of the 
purt’oulnr circumstances of Canada:

(1) as was explained in our dis­
cussions with ycur Mission, the Canadian 
interest in Commonwealth telecommunlatlons 
questions Is not of the seme order of 
nsignltude es that of some of the other 
countries of the Commonwealth; In particul r, 
the field of co-operation between Canada and 
the United States In connunieatlone bulks 
large In proportion to our oversees comrauni- 
etttiens» For that reason. In any discussion 
of allocation of costs end maintenance of the 
Cccr onwealth telecomunl cations system, the 
Canadian government will wish to reserve its 
position until further details have been 
obtained.

Cl ) In our discussions with your
Mission, it beeane clear that negotiations 
with the United States, in which all Common­
wealth governments may be concerned, on such 
topics as direct circuits and rate structurée, 
would be desirable at the earliest possible 
date. The Canadien government could not 
take any action, at this stage or in sub­
sequent discussions with the Commonwealth 
governments in London In respect of the 
Con. on-ealth telecommunications system which 
eight prejudice our cocx on interest In 
reaching. If possible, broader International 
agreements in this field and, In particular, 
in aacur ng satisfactory muasures of co­
operation with the Uni ted states, be feel 

. that the London conference should consider 
not orJy the fora and functions of the 
central body, but el o the manner end 
timing of the forthcoming negotiations with 
the United States of 'snerlou and the policy 
to be adopted therein.

May I express, on beheIf of the 
Canadien government, our appreciation for the manner 
in which you end your colleagues have presented the 
^retiens of Commonwealth telecommunications and 
ensure you that the Canadian government for Its part 
will continue to co-operate in seeking e solution for 
them.
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
