Here again is another. There ig
jn plants not only an unexplainable
instinct, a hidden force, a vital
power that seeks darkness by the
roots, and light by the stem; that
decomposes  air, water, and earth,
extracts certain elements from them
To compose new substances,—mar-
row, wood, bark, veins, leaves, flow-
ers; there is, like in the animals, a
diversity of sex for the propagation

of the species. In certain plants,
such as hemp, the two sexes are
formed on two different stems; in

others, like ‘the walnut, they are on
the same stem but in different flow-
ers; in the most part they are form-
ed in the same flower, but with dis-
tinct organs. Fecundatian is ob-
tained by a sort of dust which is
conveyed from one to the other.
When a rain storm takes place out of

season, or some other obstacle hin-
ders this communication, there is
no fecunda'tion and the plant re-
mains sterile. This is what hap-
pens to the vine when it runs, as
