Is ll \\'un«lf'l'-
ful that evey ?u-tr‘; and house of entertain-
ment in Claremorris and Ballyhaunis,
every cabin thatcould muster a bed, every
out-house, even, that would hold a mat-
tress, should have been eageraly pounced
upon ? 1 have not the slightest doubt,
that after every inch of the accommodation
had been gobbled up, there were still
several hundred pilgrims who had no can-
opy except the stars over their slumbers
last night.  Of course, the occasion was an
