At the
Congress of Vienna, the pretensions mani-

The preamble  recites the acts of Parliament
making the original grant of the reserves, and
subsequent arrangements for their sales and dis-
tribution.

serves shall continue to form two funds, ome in
each province, to be denominated respectively
the Upper and Lower Canada Muncipal fund:
either fund to consist of all monies arising from
the sale of clergy reserves in its own section,
whether now funded or uninvested, or hereafter
to avise from sales, interest, rents, &c.

Tae M08T DREADFUL RAILROAD SLavGE-
TER since the Norwalk tragedy, occcurred on
Thursday last, on the Canada Great Western
Railroad. The train left London at one in the
morning. After running three or four miles, the
cylinder head of the locomotive burst, and the
train had to be taken back to London, and ano-
ther locomotive was attached 1o it, when it again
started, after a delay of about three hours. A
few minutes sfter five, when going at the rate of
twenty miles an bour, it came in collision with a
train of fifteen gravel cars, beavily laden, which
produced a tremendous shock.

Parties wishing to marry, may contract to live
together for a certain number of years, and a
civil magistrate is required to sanction such a
contraet, or the priest may do it ; and then they
are united te live together until the term ex-
pires for which the contract was made.
It is needless 1o dwell upon the innumerable
and evils incurable, which neccessarily
grow out of such a state of things. This state of
things is the result of the base conduct of a
covetous priesthood. They would not unite in
marr iage, persons who were desirous of entering
into that relation, unless they received the stipu-
lated fee for their services, and this was frequent-
Iy larger than the parties were able to pay.—
They were obliged to live together without the
performance of the -legal ceremony, or not tq
live together at all, and they did not find it con-
venient to do the latter. The Legislature at-
tempted to regulate this evil, by giving the Al-
cade the authority to unite parties in marriage
for a consideration which they would be abie
to pay ; but added the pernicious clause that I
have inserted above. But as there is no penalty
for concubinage not legalized, there are many
who live together while it suits them, and often
for some trifling cause they separate to seek new
mates in other parts.
