Bots in Horaes,

Oae of our most valuable horses died a few
nights since, by a sudden attack of frarful dis-
ease in the stomach. The cause of bis death
xas supposad to be the bots, and on post mor-
tem examination, these animals were found in
great numbers in his stomach. A patch was
cut out and exhibiled atthe house, on which the
ugly-looking crestures swarmed as thickly as
they could lie together, each cf them, with Lis
tapering and hooked beak flunged in the coat
of the stomach. A place as large asthe palm
of one's hand was completely covered with them,
and by the side of thet was a putch nearly as
large, from which the inside costing of the sto-
mach was entirely eaten away.

The victim, in the present iustance, had been
in good health till within a few hours of his death
He hed done 8 rather bard but not unusual
day’s work on & warm day, and thereupon at
night fell sick, showed eigns of a terrible dis-
ease in the stomack, and died before meraing,
Post mortem examination showed that corro-
sions of the coat of the etomack killed him, and
greedy swarms of bots were close by the corro-
sions, with their heads burrocwed in the flesh,

Oa these facts our common sort of observers
raise the theory that the bots, being always pre-
seut, more or less, in horses, are usually content
to feed on the contente of th- stomach, cr the
mucus of its coatings, in 2 harmless way; but
wher, by over-work or other causes, the horse is
weske! e !,and incipient inflammation tukes place
in the stomeck, they fall t0 and incoztjnually
devour the very wal's ¢f the house in which they
dwell.

Wheiber this theory will stand proof or not
in respect to bots, [ am eati-fied that it is sub-
stantially a true representation of the opera-
tions of @any other parasites.  Their way is t)
remain harmless and unpreceived in ordinaiy
states of the health of their victims, end to seize
the opportunity of som= i: cidental weakness, to
bore into the vitals snd ‘-sure death,—Oneida

Rollers versus Hinges.

Barn doors on binges sre slmost ceriain to
sag, are dfficult to manage when the wind
blows, often slem aud injure themselves, and
not unfreqiently injure the boys or anima’s that
happen to be inthe way. On rullers, docrs
do none of these mischievous thisgs, heuce,
although more expensive at fiist, they are far pre-
ferable to hinges. There is also the adva:'aze
that the doors can, by means of a pin, be
fistensd open wide enough to admit light or air,
and still not edmit the passage of animals.

Large gates with prcper sized hinges are so
expensive that many farmers use burs, which
lazy boys make a means of teaching cattie to
jump. Instead of letting down bars, nail or pin
them firmly t) three upright posts, 80 as to make
a gate ; make from plank or boards two wheels,
a foot or 8o in diameter, fasten one near each
end of the gate, fur roilers, and instead of
ordinary gate posts et two pocts at each end.
This makes almost a+ cheap a * slip-gap” as
bars, and as good a swingi~g gatc—better, in

1: hae
been paid fo the representatives of deceased
assurers, The number of persons thus deceased
is 152, and is under the average provided for by
the Bociety’s Tables. The total Claime paid
from the establichment of this Society is £405,-
022, 16,

‘I'he balauce of receipts over disbursements
at the end of the year is £56,783 18s 9d—this
has been addesl to the Insurance Fund, which
now amounts to £647,029 17s 24, invested on
mortgage of Real Property, Government and
other Securities. To be able to pay all claims,
meet ail expentes, and at the eame time to create
such a Fund; shuws the prospercus nature ot
the businese, and the secure basis on wkich the
Society rests.

The Directors have reluctantly decliped 131
Proposals ; this Las been done after careful ex-
amination, The policy acted upon from. the first
has been one of prudence, and the Directors
have chiefly régarded the permanent welfare of
the Scciety by aveiding unusual riskes,

These results have been attained by earnest
and vigorous exertiun ; the competition existing
among well-estublished cflices, together with the
formation ef new Companies, hes scarcely effected
the STAR, nor is it likely so to do It has attain-
ed strength ; il is, moreover, associated with a
Religicus Society which Las consolidation, in-
‘fluence, and vitality. During the space of 23
years, the STAR has grown in public estimation ;
while its ample Insurance Fuud, and its prompt
settlement of Claims, point to it as one of the
most valuahle means for family provision.
