Mr. McCurdy, when questioned, said

.that there was nothing in any way

secret about the tests that were to he
made, but still not a great deal for
publication. He thought it would be
a week or 8o yet before they would be
ready for “taking to the air,” as there
was considerable to be done. He ex-
plained that the Aerodrome Company
at Baddeck, N. 8. was the only one
in the world. Airships would be man-
ufactured there, and if the tests turn-
ed out sgtisfactorily; they would prob-
ably be placed on the market.

“How many airships have you
turned out?” . - .
““There have been -five altogéther,"
replied Mr. McCurdy, “though the
fifth one has not" been tested at all.
It was merely put together in the
gshop at Baddeck,and then taken apart
again. It has to be put together
again and will be brought here in a
few days. The test might as well be
here ~a clsewhere. We turned out the
Red Wing, then the White Wing, the
Jine Bug, the Silver Dart (which is
the airship we are now putting to-
gether here), and the last one, which
we have christened the Baddeck No. 1.

“Is your new airship much of an
improvemrent '\bh' the Silver Dart?

“Well, we think it is an improve-
ment, though <we have not tried it out
yet. In design, it is much the same
as the rilyer Dari, and yet there are
many wiys in which it is different.
The Silver Dart has a surface (can-
vas, etc,) of 420 feet, while the Bad-
deck No. 1 is larger with one of 550
feet. The test at the camp here is
really to try it out; and when we get
through with the work on the Sflver
Dart the intention s to have the
different parts of the Baddeck No. 1
brought here and put together for a
thorough trial.”

Mr. Baldwin intimated that he, Mr.
McCurdy, Lieut. Perrin of the En-
gineeers, and Mr. Wm, Macdonald,
who comes from the works at Bed-
deck, were looking after the Silver
Dart and the preparations necessary
to nut it together,

He vpointed out that the aerodrome
runs on three wheels when making a
start. These three wheels are practi-

. cally the same as bicycle wheels, and

the machine is pushed along the
ground to give the erigines a chance
to move the propellers, and thus en-
able it to take to the air. The airship
is 30 feet in length, 48 feet wide, and
about 10 feet high. It is made of a
framework that is guite light, in some
places of metal, but mostly of light
Wwood, and there are a good many
Wires ana ligng cross-bars w hold 1m-
portant sectfon in. place. An oval
shaped tank hangs from the top part
of the machine. This tank centain:
gasoline, which furnishes the power
for an engine that drives the two
propellers, which are made of wcod
and are about 10 feet long.

Mr. Baldwin explained that the .
ver Dart in camp is the same one that
tests wlere made with at both Ham-
mondsport, and the many ones at
Baddeck. It can travel at the rate of
forty miles an hour and he has stayed
up In it twenty minutes. The inven-
tor intimated that there was no great
difficulty about goilng to a consider-

| able height, but at the same time no

great, object to be gained by doing so.

He was asked—without presuming on
private or official information—could
he say what the Militia.
