AN INTERPRETER

Who Escaped From Pekin Tells
of the Deplorable Con-
dition

ve., J¢

Of the Uarrison—Some Were Dead
And There Was no riope For
The Rest. .

London, July 26, 4 a. m.—Mr. Conger's
letter, the substance of which has n
transmitted to the United States secretary
of the navy, through Capt. Thomas, of tie
United States crniser Brooklyn, has in-
creased the belief in London that there is no
hope for vhe foreign legations in Pekin, and
that the elaborate fabric of dupnuhel
which the Chinese are bullding to persuade
the civilized world that the ministers are
still alive, is only intended to emable them
to gain time to complete preparations for
warfare, The Shenghai correspondent of
the Daily Mail asserts that a Chinaman,
who was employed at the Dritish legation
as & writer and interpreter, has escaped
from Pekin to Niu Chwang, und Lhat he de-
clared that at the' time he left Pekin mest
of the members of the legation were dead
and the condition of others was hopeless
Ha says that Sir Robert Hart, director of
‘Chinese imperial maritime customs, died on
July2. The correspondent goes on to say:
*“No otheg dates are given in the message
from Niu Chwang. e leading Chinese
newspa here published yesterday a des-
patch, declaring that ic was &l over with
the members of the legations. The presi
dent of & minor board at Pekin wrote to &
relative in Shavghai, under date of July 9,
saying tHe foreign legations are still uncap-
tured, but owidyg to the dmlxmnghtmg it is

rzad that only about rsons are
left alive in the legations, and lf there is
any delay in thearrival of the relief lom
I fear that none will be left to receive it.”
This letter is regarded in Shanghai as
authentic; strange enough it says nothing of
any assistance to the tions by Prince
Ching or Gen. Lung Lu.
