THE WORK OF THE FUMES.

Five Thousand People Rendered 
Homeless In Quebec.

A Suburb of Quebec Reduced 
to Ashes.

von Hundred Buildings Swept
Away- -Major Short Killed.

Quebec, May 16. The district noith 
and west of Mesaue and St. Ambroise 
streets has been almost swept clean with 
the exception of » portion ot Valier 
street which escaped. The number of 
houses burned is about 700, and as a large 
number were tenements occupied by 
more tbsn one family, the number of 
families homeless is not less than 1,200, 
comprising 5,000 or 6,000 souls.

The flames started at an early hour 
this morning, on the property of Mrs. 
MoOhnn, St Valier street, near the pro­
perty.of Messrs. Eliott and Toser, the 
same building that was the scene of a 
fire three weeks ago. The fire brigade 
was unable to do effective battle with 
the flames, being handicapped by lack of 
organization and an inefficient water 
supply. At three o’clock it was impossi­
ble 'to guess at the limit of the fire. 
Everybody was more or less excited at 
the velocity with which the flames 
jumped from one wooden building to 
another, and there were few cool heads 
in the crowd outside of the disinterested 
spectators. The flames then had gone 
no further west than St. Peter street, 
and on St Valier street had been suc­
cessfully kept from invading the Tozer 
property, though the outbuildings were
still threatened. Chesnest street had 
also been invaded. Parant and St. Am­
brose streets sufleied. On St. Marie 
street almost the whole of the south 
side was destroyed at three o’clock or 
threatened very soon to be. This was 
the northern limit reached by the fire, 
but there was undoubtedly great danger 
that the flames would cross to the north 
side of the street and away into Bedvard- 
ville.

St Valier street suffered most severely, 
not only in regard to value, but also in 
respect to the number of houses de­
stroyed.

4(t 9 a. m. the fire was under control, 
but still burning. Mqor Short and 
aevtral of his men from B battery, while 
endeavoring to prevent the spread of the 
flames by blowing up houses, were buried 
in the ruins, killing Miyor Short and, it 
was thought. Sergt. Wallack. In the 
confusion of the fire it was gen­
erally supposed that Sergt. Wal­
lack died immediately after being taken 
from the ruins, but it is now learned that 
he is still- alive in the marine hospital, 
and although very seriously injured, will 
likely recover. The remains of Major 
Short, whose body was recovered, will be 
taken to Kingston, Ontario, for inter

The total loss by the fire is estimated 
at 1600,000. The insurance on property 
destroyed amounts to $130,000.

The majority of the people turned out 
are of the laboring class, and as the in­
surance rates were almost prohibitive, 
very few have anything to fall back 
upon.

Hon, Mr. Mercier and other prominent 
meiu.are interesting themselves on be­
half of the homeless people. Appliear 
tion has been made to Sir A. P. Caron, 
minister of «««htisj for the use of the 
drill shed and other government build­
ings, to shelter those who are yet camp­
ed out in the fields. Food is being dis­
tributed by * the clergy and steps are 
being taken to organize a regular system 
of relief.

CEMETERIES OF PANAMA.

Groves Rented and Bod le» Buried in Sec­
ond Hand Coffins.

The cemeteries of Panama, five; in all, are 
at Cocoa grove, and are within one minute’s 
walk from one another. They are all man­
aged by one firm, fives Obarrloly Cla. One 
of these gentlemen went with me through all 
the graveyards and explained everything of 

sreat. The five cemeteries are the foreign, 
the Chinese, the Jewish, the old Spanish and 
tiie new Spanish. People may be buried in 
any of these according to desire. The man­
agers of the cemeteries are the only ones in 
the business of manufacturing, selling and 
letting coffins ; so they have a coffin monop­
oly just as the- Boston Ice company has a 
monopoly of ice, or a New York house has a 
monopoly in hams. > -

There the Panama Canal company manu­
facture whatever coffins they need -for their 
employes, and transact a very brisk business 
in this particular. In the price of coffins 
there is a wide margin, the sum being from 
$7 to $100. If even $7 is higher than can be 
afforded, an old coffin more or less clean, In 
good condition of repair, can be hired for 
one-tenth the selling price of a new one, and 
a'second hand coffin of rather disreputable 
appearance, bought for interment at $1, the 
corpse being transferred at the grave. This 
la done to a large extent. For instance, if a 
Joor man’s friends want to give him a first 
dass send off for a little money they can hire 
ê 8100 coffin for one-tenth, 1 e., $10, and buy 
an old one for interment at $1, making $11, 
or hiring a $40 one, the whole cost Is only $5, 
or he may buy a $1 one at once and not hire 
any other, or he may go still lower by not 
using any coffin at all, in which case he is 
sandwiched between two weather beaten 
boards. It is said that he sleeps as long and 
perhaps as comfortably this way as in the 
most superbly trimmed receptacle.

The graves are not sold, but rented for one 
‘Or two years. If the regular rental is not 
'paid the body is disinterred, the bones thrown 
in a common heap and the coffin used as a 
second hand one. This is a very general re­
sult of burial. The same system prevails, 
too, in the Boredas, where holes in masonry 
are let for |12 for eighteen months. Friends 
$re usually neglectful after a period of mourn­
ing, and a common heap of bones kept in a 
hugh yard is enormous. There, Celestials, 
Caucasians and Africans are mixed up like 
'Buttercup’s babies. This jumble of human 
remains suggests much trouble when Gabriel 
blows his trumpet. Who will be able to find 
tiie full complement of his own skeleton? The 
agile one may make up his own deficiency 
from the pick of the rest, but the slow moving 
individual will be apt to miss it I fear there 
will be many misfits to the Celestial grave. 
Who can tell whether one is entitled to ad­
mission if one is composed partly of some one 
else! The very thought is disagreeable arid 
perplexing.—A Panama Letter.

Window Ventilation.
To obtain ventilation by a window, with­

out a draft to strike a person, a direction to 
the following effect has been constantly re­
peated by every hygienist and hygienic pub­
lication for a number of years past without a 
suspicion of its fallacy, apparently, on the 
part of any one of the public’s instructors: 
‘Tit a strip of board into the window faring 
at the bottom, under the lower sash, so as to 
raise the sash two or three inches, and the 
thin spaces between the panes, where the 
sashes lap over each other, will be open above 
and below, affording egress and ingress to 
the air in vertical directions, while the board 
excludes a horizontal draft thnt would atrike 
• person near the window.” .

The objection to this plan la that it is built 
exactly wrong side up, in defiance of the law 
of Ijravitation, and will riot work. It con­
templates the exit of the warm and rarefied 
air of the room downward through the colder
air between the sashes, and expects the still
colder and heavier air outside to climb up­
ward through the lighter inclosed air and 
tumble over the top of the sash into the 
room. The amount of air exchanged be­
tween outside and inside in. this, way will be 
madly perceptible, unless a strong breeze 
blows against the window.

The way to get ventilation through this 
interspace, and a truly excellent way, is to

Cup the lower sash to the top of the caa- 
and pull the upper sash down within a 
few inches of the sill, stopping thegapatthe 

bottom with the board above mentioned. The 
outer air will then find a downward entrance 
and the lighter air within will escape up­
ward.—Sanitary Era.

The Skull of a Cobra.
The skull of a cobra lies before me. From 

the tip of the snout to the back of the skull 
the length is one and one-quarter inches. 
The brain case is an ivory casket of great 
solidity, but the jaw bones are loosely con­
nected, and during life are capable of a good 
*»al of motion. The two side pieces of the 
lower jaw are in the snake only united in 
front by elastic tissue. Behind they do not 
hinge on the brain case itself, but on long 
roping ones which jut out at the back of the 
skull, and these are capable of motion out­
ward, so os to widen the space between them. 
Not only are there teeth on the lower jaw 
and along the outer edges of the upper jaw 
in the python’s skull, but there are also extra 
rows of teeth implanted in the bones which 
lie one on each side of the palate. The teeth 
are not for crushing or tearing or chewing. 
They all slope markedly backward and are 
for holding the prey. Your finger will slip 
into the mouth of a small python easily 
enough; but try and draw it out again—that 
is a different matter. The curved teeth are 
constructed to prevent that.—Murray’s Mag-

ten lives were lost. Inasmuch as the ground 
is now so cleared of slaves near theooast 
(that fa to say, for the normal mode of col­
lecting) that the Zanzibar Arabs have to pro­
cure them more than half way aero* Africa, 
as shown recently by Mr. Amot, the calcu­
lation of ten lives per slave may probably 
now be under the mark. The Arab slave 
dealer’s appearance on the scene means raids; 
quarrels fomented between strong and weak 
chiefs; a neglected sowing season in the pre­
vailing disturbance; famine, and then the 
pestilence which follows on starvation. j

A vast proportion of the slaves perish on' 
their journey to the coast, and finallv the 
mortality is great at sea in overcrowded and 
unseaworthy dhows; for, with the posslbflit|r 
of capture before his eyes, the slave shipper 
—particularly if he is bound for Pembar- 
oharters any old cranky craft which will hold 
together for the trip. Mr. Philip J. Stop- 
ford, midshipman of the Garnet (who seen* 
to be, by the admiralty accounts, a vary cor­
morant for snapping up slavers), chased g 
dhow off Pemba. The man at the helm lost 
his head, the dhow was capsized, and 98 out 
of 112 slaves and slavers were drowned.—Tha 
Rev. Horace Wallers in The Contemporary
