Ibe Jjarmee'is Corner.
Farmers Jls Veterinary Sur- 

g eons.

With very few exceptions, farmers 
are poor veterinary surgeons. In 
fact, in the majority of cases they do 
more harm than good in their at­
tempt to combat disease. Their 
treatment not being according to any 
system, there being an almost com 
plele ignorance of disease and drugs, 
in any and every disease, they try 
every remedy they or their neighbors 
can procure, in hopes of at last get­
ting the right one. So we see that 
usually the animal has a more severe 
trial to survive the remedies than to 
survive the disease. Usually, they 
will first say the animal has horn-ail ; 
no matter what the disease, horn-ail 
is thought of first. For horn-ail their 
treatment is to take a gimlet and 
bore a hole in the horn, near the head ; 
then take a wire and pash it into 
the cavity of the horn and poke it 
around, not minding the struggles 
of the tortured animal. Perhaps, 
after this operation, they don’t feel 
satisfied that it is horn-ail (by the 
way there is no such disease), but 
feel sure that it is connected witli 
the head. Wei!—they argue that 
the tail is connected with the head, 
and any operation on the tail is as 
good as a similar one on the head, 
so the next thing is lo take a knife 
and split the tail from one to three 
inches. This is a efuel piece of 
business, from which no good can 
result, at any rate, not enough to 
compensate for the harm done. If 
it is necessary to bleed, -there arc 
much better ways, and no one wbo 
is not a veterinary : surgeon sbonld 
attempt it. In fact, it is almost 
never desirable to bleed in any dis 
ease. Without a doubt, it would be 
well to bleed in a few rare cases, 
but usually the desired efiect can be 
brought about by some milder treat­
ment. Doubtless there is too much 
prejudice against bleeding at the pre- 
seit day, and probably physicians 
will (in a measure) gradually resume 
this method of treatment in a few 
years ; yet my advice to farmers is 
“ never bleed, in the treatment of 
your caUle.” Another remedy, 
much nsed, should be done away 
with. It is the practise of injecting 
with a syringe large quantities of a 
mixture of water, salt, vinegar, ami 
strong pepper, into the nose to “ start 
the nose."’ This could not be so 
severely censured if*it was only nsed 
where it might possibly do good, but 
the tronble is, they will do it in a! 
most every case of sickness. Then, 
how often, when everything else has 
been tried, the whip-handle is thrust 
into the month to push imaginary 
obstacles down the “gullet.” It 
rarely goes where it is iuteuded— 
fully as likely to go down the xwind 
pipe. Thus we see in the majority 
of cases the animal is much better off 
with no treatment, for the usual reck­
less, haphazard course would tend to 
produce death more quickly than 
most diseases. Remember that most 
diseases will cure themselves if let 
alone—or more properly, nature in 
most cases will throw off the disease. 
If you wish to do anything, give a 
laxative which can do no harm, and 
in most cases will do good. If there 
is indigestion, charcoal, salt, etc., 

j are good. By the way, charcoal will 
cure almost all the slight sicknesses 
which hogs have. Powder it and 
put it in their swill. With educated 
physicians, hygiene and diet are 
taking the place, in a great measure, 
of large quantities of disagreeable 
drugs.—By Flavel 8. Thomas, M.

Here, 
then, is the secret of the farmer's 
success or failure. Large crops 
within a small area should be his 
aim, and all hia energies shouljl be 
given to its accomplishment, If he 
has not sufficient manarç to enrich 
twenty acres, let him put what he 
has upon ten. If the supply is in­
sufficient for ten, then reduce the 
area to five. At ali events, what­
ever space he cultivates let him en­
rich it and raise a maximum crop.
I venture to lay down this proposition 
as indisputable, that there arc farm­
ers wbo entertain the idea that they 
cannot afford to buy fertilizers, wire 
waste enough each year in unwise 
tillage to supply themselves with 
them. I have seen such cultivate a 
large area of poor land at an expense 
which would have enabled them to 
fertilize and cultivate one-half of 
such area so as to make it produce 
as much as did the whole. And 
this diminished area could not only 
have been made to produce as mnch 
as twice its extent in acres, but it 
would be left, after the crop was 
removed, in a condition which, with 
a proper rotation, would cause it to 
increase and not to diminish in its 
fertility. The amount annually lost 
from too large farms, and the culti­
vation of too great a surface without 
remunerative returns, and the sale 
of whatever is so produced from the 
farms, without any return to the soil 
of the elements removed by the crops, 
is something alarming to contem­
plate. Such a reckless system would 
improverish any land, however pro­
ductive in it its natural condition.
And when I recommend the purchase 
of natural fertilizers, in order to in­
sure large crops, it is not with r. view 
of encouraging that system of tillage 
which removes everything from the 
farm which ia produced upon it.
Nothing but a truck farm, where) 
vegetables are raised for city con­
sumption. could warrantthe expense 
of such husbandry.— William Fuller­
