DISCUSSED.

Delegate Says Clause Is Vielated—
The Factery Laws.

Quebec, Sept. 23.—At this morning's
seasion of the Trades and Labor Congress
of Canada child labor and long hours in
cotton mills in the Province of Quebee,
were the chief features of the discussion,
Delegate Aneiy, Montreal, stated that
men, women and children were forced to
work 60 hours'a week, which he claimed
was too long, for the health of the
workers, It was decided to ask the
Legislature to amend the law reducing
the hours of labor, and to provide san
itary conditions.

Delegate Roberts, of the Iron Mould-
ers’ Union, Montreal, alleged that the
factory laws of Quebec were unenforoed
in the foundries. He asked the Execu
tive of the Congress to interview the
(;overnment in this connection.
| A lively discussion took place on the
fair wage clause in public contracts, dur
ing which Delegate Banecroft, of To-
ronto, stated that the agreement was
openly violated, and the contractors’
clause useless, no pemaity for breach be
ing provided. A resolution was passed
condemning the habit of public men
holding a hali dozen offices simultane-
ously.

Resolutions were also passed against
the sale of the Intercolonial Railway to
a private company; in favor of the eight
hour day for street railway men; con-
demningvmmling boards upon street cars,

CAR STRIKE.

Omaha, Neb., Sept. 23.—After a night
of wild rumors and some display of law-
lessness, in which a number of cars
were wrecked, nearly a dozen imported
car men were injured, one boy shot and
a large number of arrests made, the
street car strike situation shows no ma-
terial change to-day.
