MAIL CLERK INJURED.

FEW CASES OF DISEASE.

The report of the Mediczl Health
Officer, Dr. Whitelaw for the. month
of July deals [)rillCipaHy with: the ab-
sence of typhold and other contagious
disease in the.city. The report is as
fullows:

Izolation Hospita'—During ° the
month 17 cases have been admitted:
Scarlet fever, 5; measles, 9; tubercu-
losis, 2; broncho<pneumonia, 1,

Twelve patients have been discharg-
ed; scarlet fever 3, diphtheria 2.
tuberculosis 1, smallpox 1, :

Two deaths have occurred. One
fro:n tubercular disease of the lung,
and one from complications following
measles.

Infectious disease.—During the
month, 16 cases of typhoid fever have
been reported. Of: these, 11 which are
typical cases, have come in from
points outside the city. Of the re-
maining 5, in which the: disease ;ap-
pears to have been comntracted while
resident in the city; one was probably
not typhoid, as he recovered in a few
days, and one a child of nine years
has died. Precautions”are being tak-
en to prevent the spread of infeetion
from flies by the use of lime. The
failure of householders to provide fly
screens for doors and windows greatly
increases liability to typhoid infection
during the fly season, v

Pwo cases of scarlet fever occurred
in the West end of the. city, these
were not quarantined at the outbreak
of the disease as no physician had
been called and the parents omitted
4o report. No further casees of small-
pox have occurred, but in view of the
fact that cases are still reported in
the neighboring districts, it is. thought
advisable that all school childrén who
have not been successfully vaccinat-
ed, be so vaccinated before the open-
ing of schools for thg fall term. The
Board of Health and the Edmonton
School Board hield a joint meeting and
discussed the matter, the outcome of
which was that an advertisement was
inserted in the daily papers to the
above effect.

Ficipation of what they speak ol .as. the
dneyitable contest. Already in numbers
of counties conventions have been called,
‘and, nominations will be of almost daily
eccurrence_during the next couple >f
months. The papers representing both
political parties are, with the utmost
seriousness, already publishing forecasts
of the results in the different provinces.
Nova Scotia séems to be attracting some
attention as the result of the TLiberal
sweep there in the last general election.
Gonservatives are now laoking . fer ‘nine
seats out of the eighteen, and display
donfidence.in the result. Liberals on, the
other hand are equally «sure there will
be absolutely no change. Independent
gucssers allow a gain of two or perhaps
three to the Conservative party. In
Prince Bdward Island the feeling seems
to be that the. parties will split evenly,
two against two, instead of three Con-
servatives to one Liberal as in. the pres-
ent standing. Prince county is expected
to rveturn a Liberal member in place of
Tiefurgey. As to New Brunswick the im.
a:ession seems to have gone abroad that

e. wave which carried Hon. J. D. Ha-
zen to victory in the provimecial contest
will return an increased number of Con-
servatives in the federal elections. As a
matter of fact this need not necessarily
oecur, but the influence of the provin-
cial govemnment may be of some. effect
in the campaign. Mr. Hazen has never
claimed that the provinece was carried on
party principles, and indeed the accepted
view of. the situation is that it was the
weakness of the previous government, as
a. government, which led to its defeat.
Nevertheless the situation is such. as 1o
arouse much interest. The chances are
that the present standing of the parties
will remain unchanged. Tn the BEast
there has been a marked activity in the
way of public werks during ‘the past
few weeks, and this as has always been
the case, is regarded as a forerunner of
elections.

Development at St. John.

The. Grand Trunk Pacific must find
an Atlantic winter port, and under
agreement with the, federal government
this port must be in Canada. Mencton,
one hundred miles from the sea, is the
present terminus of the line. 1n order
to reach the seaboard. a branch I‘ne
must be secured: or.built leading to St.
John. One road 1i5 now in existence
which would providg, the necessary con-
nection. It is the Central Railroad Jrun-
ning from Chipman, 6 to the station of
Norton on the Intergolpnial. The G. T.
B. passes within a stone’s throw of Chip-
man’ and traffic might be diverted over
the Central and 1. C. R. to St. John.
This has been frequently mentioned,
but untorttinately the = transcontinental
engineers have advised against the use
of the Uentral railway because of the
heavy grade, which would very largely
increase operating expenses. A new. road
will in all prebability be constructed
down this- valley “tt' the St. John River,
which will not only provide a somewhat
shorter route, but will open up districts
which are among the most valuable of
the province. At any rate the G. T. P.
must come fo &t. John and in anticipa-
tion of this a plan of harbor develop-
ment is being prepared. The federal gov-
ernment two years ago went om record
a8 approving the nationalization of
ports, but mever took anv action to-
wards . the introduction. of this policy.
Without actually declaring such a
opurse. the government has agreed ‘o
what is in reality the nationalization of
a, portion of St. John harbor. The. deep
water terminus is on the west side and
a, bill has been prepared under which
the government will purchase at cost
price, all the wharves already construct-
el ,the otber facilities provided by the
city; and the properties on which addi-
tional wharves may be built. This bill
was to have been passed at the session
just now. ended, but was sent to Ottawa
at too late a date. It will go through
at the next session. Meanwhile dredges
employed by the government are digging
ot the channel and two have just finish-
ed preparing the site for a new wharf.
When this is completed St. John will
hpve accomodation for thirteen of the
large ocean going steamers. The G.T.P.,
however, is not anxious to secure space
on the Western side. The president of
the company has his eye on Courtenay
Bay, to the eastward of the.peningula
on which St.-Johin is built. There is no
depth. of water at low tide but the rail-
way company desives full infermation as
to the nature of the soil and the pro-
bable cost of dredging. Accordingly an
arrangement' has been made whereby the
federal, provincial and civic governments
will share the expense of berings. These
borings which will be conducted by the
public works department will be com-
menced this week. St. John has expended
enormous amounfs on its harber ,and is
unable. to spare. any more. This inabil-
ity has led to federal assistance, and the
past few months have opened to the city
an almost undredmed of prospect of fur-
ther development.

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 7.—Chief Justice

It will co-operate as regards
the boundary between Yukon and Al-
vska, establishing a sixty foot strip.
It understands British Columbia is
willing to co-operate, The order pro-
ceeds to suggest further co-operation
regarding the ' Canadian southern
boundary and are now in the hands
of the provincial governments; which
might co-operate to preserve these
unbuilt on. In the Eastern provinces
the governments take steps that no
further linehouses shall 'be erected.
The order-in-council is to be sent to
Washington.

TURK MURDERS BOY.

Mystery of a Young Lad's Violent
Death Cleared Up In Chicago.

Chicago, Aug. 8.—Important infor-
mation received to-day from two
voung Italian boys, and the finding
of all the missing remnants of twelve
yvear ‘old Tuffa Shishem’s dismember-
ed corpse, cleared up the mystery of
the boy’s murder satisfactorily to the
boy’s parents and the police. Portions
of the<boy’s body were found scatter-
ed about in ponds, canals and lakes
near Lawndale, the last pieces being
found to-day, The father of the mur-
dered boy at once suspected Hassin
Nemmer, a pedler, and had him ar-
rested.

Te-day the Italian boys told the po-
lice strong Iacts about the Turk. “We
were at-the Union Depot on Sunday,”
they said, “‘and met Tuffa there. Has-
sin walked up carrying a valise and
asked us all three to go with him and
carry the valise. We sold coal to
him and knew him well. We left the
station with the Turk and walked to
his house. Tuffa went upstairs first,
and the Turk followed him, closing
the door. We two went back, and sat
down on the steps. Hassin later
Jooked out of the window, and told us
if we didn’t get away he would shoot
us., We ran away, leaving Tuffa up-
stairs with the Turk., We never saw
Tuffa afterwards.” For vears in the
neighborhood complaints have beeh
made against the Turk, following dis-
closures about young boys going to
his rooms.
