Cvic Legislators Believe Govern-
ment Should Place Municipal
By-laws Beyond Courts.

The fourth annual convention of
the Union of .Alberta Municipalities |
was brought to a fitting close Thurs- |
lay evening by a banquet tendered |
the delegates by the City of Edmon-
ton at Hurry’'s Cafe. A splendid spirit
of hearty good fellowship prevailed,
and the representatives of the various
towns and cities in Alberta gathered
around -th {festive beard to partake
of the hospitality of the capital. The
menu was excellent, the speeches ap-
propriate, and the toasts proposed
received with whole-souled enthu-
siasm by the guests of the evening.

The convention just ciosed has been
of | the utmost importance to muni-
cipalities in Alberta, and, if “the
ideas advanced by the delegates are
carried out, it will place 7~ Alberta
in the front rank in municipal affairs
in Canada. A number of very im-
portant resolutions were passed look-
ing to the extension of the work of
the Union. A perfmnent paid sec-
retary was appointed to arouse inter-
est in the work of the Union. The
membership fes was greatly increas-
ed, and the provincial government
were asked to give substantial
grant to tho Union Affiliation with
the Union of Canadian Municipali-
ties was decided upon In addition
to these extensions of the scope of the
Union, several important resolutions
were passed asking the gevernment
to change legislatinn affecting muni-
cipalities.

REDISTRIBUTION
BILL INTRODUCED

Edmonton and Calgary to Have
Two Members-—38 Constituencies
in New Legislature.

The legislature met for a brief ses-
sion on Tuesday aiternoon and ad-
journed until today at 3 o’cloek.

J. W. Woolf, member for Cardston,
presented a petition re the Cardston
club.

A “bill respecting the Alpine Club of
Calgary introduced by E. J. Riley,
member for Gleichen, was read a first
time and set down for a second read-
ing on Thursday next.

A bill, introduced by E. J. Riley,
member for Gleichen, respecting the
Royal Collieries Railway « Co., was
given a first reading and set down *or
a eecond reading on Thursday next.

Hon. C. W. Crpss introduced a bill
réspecting the Legislative Assembly cf
Alberta, which was given a first read-
ing and set down for a second reading
on Friday next. This is the election
bill of which the following are import-
ant clauses:—

1—Each - of the electoral districts
nominated or defined or constituted in
or by schedule 1 to this act shall re-
turn one member except the electoral
district of Edmonton and Calgary,
which shall retarn two members.

2—Every Legislative Assembly shall
continue for five years from the date
of the return of the writs of election.

The bill is a revision of the Auton-
omy act and although much the same
in a general way. contains many im-
portant amendments.

It is understood  that the bill will
provide for 38 constituencies in the
new- legislature. Just what these con-
stituencies will be named and what
territory they will cover will be de-
cided by a joint committee of the
House which will prebably be named
at the sitting this atternoon.

An important point to be noted in
connection with the constituencies is
that each will be entitled to elect one
member to the legislature with the
exception of Edmonton and Calgary,
which will elect two members. This,
however, does not mnecessarily mean
that the two cities will each:-have two
members representing one .constitu-
ency. There is nothing to prevent
the cities being formed into two con-

BULGARIA IS VERY SAUCY.

Tell the Powers Turkey's Attitude Is
Most Reprehensible.

Sofia, Jan. 30.—The Bulgarian gov-
ernment last night delivered a mote
to the representatives of the powers
complaining of the irreconcilable .t-
titude of Turkey and declaring that
the Porte must be responsible for the
consequences. The note does not ro-
licit the intervention of the powers
but draws their attention to the ten-
sion of the situation, For several
days past relations between Bulgaria
and Turkey again have been exceed-
ingly strained by reason of the fact
that Bulgaria had mobilized her re-
serves, and brought up to its war
strength of 25,000 men, the eighth di-
vision of her army on the Turkish
frontier.

“Unable to Agree on-indemdity.

The present situation is a result of
the failure of Bulgaria and Turkey to
rcach-an amicable agreement concern-
ing the amount of the indemnity Bul-
garia shall pay to. Turkey.

PHILLIPINE VETERAN
EXECUTED IN RUSSIA

Czar May be Called to Account for
Court Martial of U. S. Regular
Who Was Visiting Land of His
Birth on Furlough.

Philadelphia, Feb. 1—A vigorous
resclution was passed at a mass meet-
ing held at the German theatre yes-
terday afternoon, in which the United
States government was called upon to
take immediate action to secure from
Russia an apology and reparation for
the death of Fritz Strombach, a regu-
larly enlisted soldier of the United
States army, a veteran of the Philli-
pine war, -who, according to informa-
tion received, was executed by the
Russian authorities while on a fur-
lough.

PREMIERS REPLY
TO GRAINGROWERS

Will Undertake Control of Elevators
If Legislative and Financial
Obstacles Are Removed.

For - constitutional. financial and
legislative reasons the premiers of the
three western provinces find they are
not in a position to accede to the re-
quests of the western grain growers
as submitted in the recent confexences
concerning the grain trade, more par-
ticularly the proposed.lofking to- the
government ownership of intérnal ele-
vators.

In the reply to the grain growers,
which is- signed by Premier Ruther-
ford, Alberta; Premier Scott, 8as-
katchewan, and Premier Roblin, Man-
itoba, it is pointed out that the pow-
ers of provincial legistatures are lim-
ited, and that the parliament of Can-
ada reserves to itself the duties and
responsibilities towards industry -and
the right to establish confidence, ered-
it and commerce in' salutary laws ¢f-
fecting the Dminion-as a whole. Pow-
ers which the parliament of Canada
has and which the provinces have not
are defined by concrete examples, and
the - conclusion is that the premiers
are confronted in solving the elevator
question by the absence of provincial
jurisdiction in the matter. Amend-
ments to the British North American
Act would have to be made before the
scheme of government ownership of
internal elevators could be carriad
into operation.

The Financial Difficulty.

The financial considerations show
that the initial outlay to be provided
for by the provinces to establish. and
equip an adequate elevator system or
to acquire that already  in existence
would be between seven and ten mill-
ion dollars, and that-this could only
be - accomplished by issue of bonds.
The premiers are of the opinion that
without the provinces possessing the
fullest power to legislate, the prof-
fered securities would not be deemed
desirable in the money markets of the
world.

The three provinces are asked. to
wholly provide, operate and maintain
on the public credit, the requisite
quota of elevators for the storage of
grain and to regulate generally the
manner in which the shipment or
transportation of grain shall be .con-
ducted. This will necassarily invelve,
as you will recognize, a new constitu-
tional principle nt hitherto exereised,
and also means the incurrence from
time to time of heavy financial re-
sponsibilities on the part of the sev-
eral provinces, and further the put-
ting in practical - form by construvt-
ive, regulative and restrictive legisia-
tion, the right of absolute provincial
government control and regulation of
the matters involved.

No Legislative Power. :

It is evident that te accomplish in
its entirety the end lastly above men-
tioned or sought by you, it would lte
necessary first for our respective prov-
inces to be.given, or have delegated’
to them, the mnecessary legislative
powers in the premises, by amend-

! ments, through the imperial  parlia-
