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| THE THOUGHTS OF THEOBALD.

LUXURY- AND NECESSITY.

A line of type evidently got astray
from one of my articles last week
and prevented a point I wished to
make from being as forcibly plain as
1 desired. What I wanted to draw
attention teo was the fact that the
Council 'is spending many thousands
of dollars on making a tarvia road
in one of the least populated sections
of the City whilst” we have so many
necessities staring us in the face. It
is an astounding and disgusting fact
that of the 6000 houses in the City, one
third, or 2000 houses, are without
sewerage connection. And some of
these houses are right in the heart of
the City, and in good localities as well
as bad. I do not intend to.paint the
conditions under which such. people
live and all they have to put up with;
the fact is a disgracefyl one and it is
rendered more disgraceful by the half
hearted attention it receives and the
wholesale enthusiasm in which ce-
ment drains are put in localities
where only rainwater soils the drains,
and in making tarvia sidewalks and
road on Duckworth Street. A good
road is a luxury; water and sewerage
a necessity. I know $10,000.00 has
lately been borrowed to install sewer-
age, but that will at the most only
golve the problem for 150 = houses.
There will be 1850 houses still left.

HOPE.

The City woke to the week’'s work
last Monday to find that not everyone
had had a quiet Sunday or an unevent-
ful one. A little boy killed, a man
injured, a street car accident and nar-
row escapes from death, a man come
home to find his wife dead, a man sent
to the Lunatic Asylum, and in material
losses bridges gone and railroads
washed away. Each one has his sor-
row and his worry, but after all what
worry can equal the wild grief of that
mother who saw her child killed be-
fore her eyes, and the dead pain and
remorse of the man who unwittingly
did it? What trifling disappointment
can approach the speechless sorrow
of that man who came home to find
the wife he had left only a few days
in health and happiness no longer
able to greet him? And yet we are
full of disappointments, or think we
are. There are.few who are not irri-
tated and become quick and cross in
a minute. And maybe we do not
know what sorrow is,—or rather what
sorrow can be. A preacher last Sun-
day gave his consoling thought that
God would not be consistent with His
own nature if He did not supply the
solution of all sorrow and the level-
ling-up of life’s inequalities, and that
we should never have been given the
social characteristics we possess, and
the ideals we dream, if we were not,
somehow, somewhere, to realise them.
I believe he is perfectly right, and so
it is that Hope is become our faith-
ful ally and without it the outlook
would be gloomy indeed. If there was
no Hope, what comfort would be left

tto the relatives of those who are
“missing”? What energy could be put
into any endeavour if Hope was ab-
sent? Johnson calls Hope the chief
blessing of man.

Hope tints to-morrow with prophetic
ray, sings Byron, and is it not abso-
lutely true that it is Hope that draws
us onward from one day to another,
some Hope of something we expect
to happen?. It would be indeed dreary
if we had nothing to look forward to,
or had no dreams unrealised. It is
Hope that keeps the world sane, as it
is often a blighted Hope that robs
one of sanity. The world would re-
present to-day a great slaughter house
if there was no Hope that eventually
this slaughter of men would end and
usher 'in a better day.

STREET RAILWAY ROUTE.

Mr. Reid has said that last Sun-
day’s accident was caused by care-
lessness and that it should not have
happened, and that the removal of
the rails to Queen Street would make
the danger of runaway cars even
worse than at present, as motormen
would feel too safe with such a long
run before them and would be ,in-
clined to let the car travel fast over
the hill. It seems to me that it is
time that the route should be changed
enough to take in the great number
of houses now built and building on
the higher levels. I should think it
possible to drop the line from Raw-
ling’ Cross to Adelaide Street, con-
tinuing it instead up Military Road,
Harvey Road, LeMarchant Road, Corn-
wall Avenue, thence by way of Hamil-
ton Street or other streets to Water
Street. As far as the public is con-
cerned this is the route that would
mean a very great convenience to
them. If the Reid Nfid. Co. do not
feel like doing it—perhaps it may  be
left to the New City Electric Co. to
take the matter up. But then I sup-
pose the Reid Co. have the monopoly
of the street railway service. Several
cities of Canada are trying out a sys-
tem of motor buses instead of street
railway cars and they find them very
satisfactory. The motor bus is not
tied up if the street happens to be
closed to traffic; it can go some other
way. It can vary its route for dif-
ferent periods of the day, and there
are no expenses of rails, overhead
| wires or electric stations. The City
Council might enquire into this and
see if some parts of the City cannot
be served in this way. It would mean
a big boom in suburban building if
the City had some motor buses which
would run to town early enough to
bring men to work and bring them
back to dinner and tea and run two
or three times during other hours
for the convenience of the families.
For instance if this was done on such
roads as to Broad Cove, Portugal
Cove and Torbay, there are many who
would be glad to build houses on these

London.—“If you take a line East
and West from Anthille to the Deville
Wood, I think it’s pretty safe to say
that. within a mile or so of that line
there’s been the hottest- fighting
known in this ‘push.’ and perhaps the
hottest fighting in the whole war.”

The speaker, a Major ——, as sec-
ond in command of a well known ser-

Yice battalion, has been in the thick of

the fighting East of the Ancre and
was wounded Northwest of Pozieres.
“QOvillers was pretty hot stuff, you
know. If you can imagine fighting,
hour after hour, in the bowels of a
rabbit warren made by rabbits as big
as tigers and as bloody minded, La
Boiselle was bad, they tell me. My
battalion wasn’t there. Pozieres, Ba-
zentin-le-Petit, Delville and then back
West again, the fighting up to Mou-
quet Farm. Honestly, I don’t think
there has been 'tougher or bloodier
fighting in all this war.
