An 
attempt $o crush the new nations of 
Europe would be made, the President 
said, If the United States held aloof.

DOUBLE BEAUTY

A full house took part in the open­

ing debate of the M. C. L. I. last even­
ing when the Irish Question was dis­
cussed by some of the Institute’s best 
speakers. Dr. J. A. Robinson le$ the 
negative atid Mr. S. P. Whiteway the 
affirmative. The resolution was: "Re­
solved,—That Lloyd George’s recent 
proposal for the settlement of the 
Irish Question Is the meet feasible yet 
suggested."

Mr, fl. P. Whiteway In his opening 
remarks reminded Ms audience that 
It took Gladstone In the year of 1886 
three and a half hours to state the 
Irish Question, and pointed out how 
lmpoeilble was the task of.stating It 
In the short time at hie disposal The 
chief historic tacts np to the present 
time were briefly outlined. The prob­
lem Is In reality a racial one and the 
religions bitterness that now threat­
ens to overshadow the real Issue has 
been brought about by Brljlsh con­
fiscation. Lloyd George’s proposal Is 
the most feasible yet suggested be­
cause the BUI of 1886 gave no repre­
sentation in the Imperial Parliament 
The Asquith Bill of 1915 led practi­
cally civil war, and the proposal of 
Lloyd George Is along the lines on 
which Canada was given responsible 
government In 1840 and the Dominion 
of Canada was formed. Australia and 
South Africa were also formed on 
these lines, and hence the model on 
which the Empire will be federated.

Dr. Robinson while agreeing entire­
ly with Mr. Whlteway’s facta regard­
ing (he Injustices heaped on this un­
happy country by England, which he 
called "The Disgrace of the Centur­
ies,’’ said the reason that this great 
problem has not yet been solved Is 
because not yet has the Imperial Par­
liament taken It Into consideration 
with that seriousness that It demands. 
Britain took advantage of the war to 
add still greater Injustice on Ireland. 
Asquith’s BUI passed In 1916 and sign­
ed by King George, has not yet been 
granted; It was and Is a Bill accept­
able to the Irish people, and would, 
If granted, prove Britain true to her 
claims of Democracy and go a long 
way towards solving this great prob­
lem. Ireland by a majority vote of 
3 to 1 demanded in 1918 ’self-determi­
nation.” The chance of a satisfactory 
settlement seems to have been lost, 
The real voice of Ireland Is silent; on 
either side are heard the cries of ex­
tremists.

The leaders were ably supported 
and much valnâble Information added 
by Messrs. Bijrsey and A. Moore for 
the affirmative, and Messrs. L. Woods 
and F. E. Peters for the negative.
