Madrid, Feb. 10.—Bands of Carlists
have made their appearance inthe Pro-
vince of Toledo. The Senate has, by a
vote of 59 against 6, passed a motion of
confidence in the Minir ry on the ques-
tion of their course towu. !s the artillery,
with regard to the receut demonstrations
of insubordination in that branch of the
army. The Government has created an
ordinance department. The bill for the
abolition of alavery in Porto Rico will be
‘taken up in the Certes to-day for discus-
sion., The snow-storm which prevailed
here yesterday also extended throughout
the Northern Provinces, where the fall
was very heavy. -

London, Feb. 10.—The following des-
patch has been received here. It is
marked urgent, and was not delayed by
the Censor at Madrid. It is, therefore,
believed to have some foundation:—
Madrid, Feb. 10.—King Amadeus mani-
fests a dispositien to abdicate the Crown,
in which case he will resign his power
into the hands of the Cortes. The city

The King's disposition to quit the
throne is attributed to the difference be-
tween Hie Majesty and the Ministry
which arose in November last, when the
General of the Artillery, Don Hidalgo;
wus gaomoted to the Captain-Generalship
of th@'Basque Provinces. The majority
of the efficers.in the artillery arm of the
service resigned their cemmissions at the
time, protesting against the promotion as
irregularunjustifiable, and refusing to
serve under Hidalgo because he partici-
pated in the massacre at Saugil Barracks
in 1866. Don Hidalgo, meeting with so
much opposition, finally resigned, and
the officers withdrew their resignations,
but the Ministry recently appointed him
|to a new and important command m
Catatonia ; the artillery officersirenewed
their protest, and again sent in their
resignations. The Ministry disregarded
them, and appealing to the Cortes, ob-
tuined ncarly an unanimous vote of con-
fidence. The King from the beginning
disapproved of the promotion of Don
Hidalgo, and feels afironted because his
Cabinet compels him, through the vote
of the-Cortes, to acquiesce in the last ap-
peintment. It is given out that Zorilla
will retire to private life if the King per-
sists in his resolve to abdicate. A num-
ber of the Cortes, belonging to the most
advanced section of the Republican party
held & meeting yesterday to consider
what action should be taken in the ecri-
sis. About thirtv persons were present.
They resolved to maintain a pacific yet
energetic attitude, and if the King's de-
termination be irrevocable, encourage
orderly manifestations in favor of the
establishment oi the Republic.

Train off the Track.
Wonderfal Escape.

(BY ONE OF THE PASSENGERS.)

As the 6:50 train leaving Guelph on
Monday morning g+¢ about six miles
south of the town, and within about two
miles of Hespeler, a sudden jumping of
the cars §f the train gave the passengers
warning that egomething unusual hed oc-
curred, The trair, consisting of three
freight cars, a postal and baggage car,
and two passenger cars, continued -on
their way, not rejoicingly, butrocking too
and fro in a frightful way. The engine
whistled on brakes, but as rome of these
were broken by the jolting of the cars,
the train could not be broughtto a stand-
still till about 400 yards. had been tra-
velled, with the mail and baggage ecar,
and the front wheels of one of the pas-
seuger cars, off the track. Onascertain-
ing the gause, it was found that one of
the rails had broken by the severe frost,
and a piece of it, about four feet, -broken
into emall fragments. - Fortunately the
distance the traiu ran leaving the
rails was on the level, or the damege to
the rolling stock and injury to passen-
gers would havo been great, Fortunately
none of the passengers were hurt, except
one, who received a bruised face through
jumping off the carsinto the snow. The
mail van is badly broken, and the.fish
plates, &c., of the rails are broken off for
a long distance. It is a wonder more
damage was not done, as the twb cars
that left the rails jumped over a cattle-
guard, and, had the train gone a dozen
yards further, it would have had to
jump another guard, and at that point
there was a deep embankment, the pro-
bability being that the whole train would
have been thrown over. Mr. Conductor
Carey, who hpd charge of the train,made
all necessary arrangements, and had the
passengers stowed away on the engine
and in one of the freight cars, till Hes-
peler was reached, when a nice grain ear
wus-extemporized-for-the use of the pas-
sengers, all of whom arrived at Harris-
burg with about an hour's delay. Means
were at once taken to have the road
cleared with all despatch, and it was ex-
