His Government Has No Desire
for War.

VICTORIA LEAVES FOR ITALY.

London, March 9.—Queen Vietoria
and her suite started for Nice this
morning.

BRITISH TRADE RETURNS,

London, March 9.—The returns is-
sued by the Board of Trade for Febru-
ary show that there was an increase
of £7,340,000 in imports and £3,710,000 in
exports, as compared with the corre-
sponding month last year.
STARTLING RETPORT FROM MILAN

London, March 9.—The St. Peters-
burg Novosti says: It is reported
from Milan that 12,000 Italians were
killed in the recent disaster at Adowa.
Russians are subscribing freely in
Odessa for the purpose of sending Red
Cross assistance to the Abyssinians.

SPANISH PRIVATEERING SCHEME

Madrid, March 9.—The Spanish
Transatlantic Steamship Company are
fitting out eight vessels as fast cruis-
ers. Their speed is 20 knots, and they
will carry 9-inch and 10-inch guns, and
also rapid firers of smaller calibers.
One thousand tons of coal are to'be
deposited at all the Spanish coaling
stations, It has been suggcsped on'the
Bourse to float a company for priva-
teering purposes with a capital of 100,-
000,000 pesetas. ;

VENEZUELA’S TASK.

London, March 9.—The Times says it
does not doubt that the publication of
the Venezuelan blue book will exer-
cise a powerful influence on the opin-
jon of all impartial students. It
adds: “It is now incumbent on the
Venezuelans to rebut our evidence;
otherwise the case will go against
them by default. They have repeat-
edly declared that they can show a
complete title to all they claim.
Doubtless they will lose no time in
coming forward and endeavoring to
make good their assertion.”

ITALY'S LLAST CARD.
The St. Petersburg Novosti, speaking
of the Abyssinian campaign, says that
Italy’s last card has been played. It

only remains now for Italy to go to her
old ally, France. The Novosti sug-
gests that France, Italy and Russia
should form a new triple alliance,
which, with the Balkan States, would
form a very strong combination. Ger-
many is now said to be making ad-
vances to Russia, but Russia is satis-
fied with France. The triple alliance
is surely going to pieces, and Germany
will remain isolated.
THE WAR IN CUBA.

Madrid, March 9.—A dispatch from
Havana says: The last of the 17,000
new troops arrived on the steamer

Santiago on Saturday night. Satur-
day the columns of Gomez, Maceo and
Lacret, numbering 7,000 men, were near
Corral Falso, in the center of the
Province of Matanzas. They were at-
tacked by Col. Vicuna, and retreated
to San Migual de los Banos. It is of-
ficially reported that 71 of the insur-
gents were killed. They carried off
their wounded. The Spanish loss was
three killed and nineteen wounded.

DIFFICULT CABINET-MAKING.

Rome, March 9.—King Humbert, who
asked Signor Saracco, Minister of
Public Works in the Crispi Cabinet, to

form a new Ministry, has had to look
in another direction for a new Prime
Minister. Signor Saracco having failed
im his attempt to form a satisfactory
Cabinet. It is said that the task of
constructing a new Ministry has been
offered to Gen. Ricotti, who will yield
the Prime Ministership to the Marquis
Di Rudini. As yet nothing definite is
known, though in opposition circles it
is stated that a Rudini Ministry is al-
most completed.

The New York Herald’s special from
Rome says: The situation is going
from bad to worre. Signor Rudini's
efforts to form a Cabinet having fail-
ed completely.

PERILS OF OCEAN TRAVEL.
London, March 9.—The British stea-
mer Montauk (Capt. Dickens), from

New York for Rotterdam, which pass-
ed the Lizard Saturday, signalled that
her mate was dead.

The British bark Winnifred (Capt.
Hire),

Sea, near Emden. The vessel will be
a total wreck. Great difficulty was
experienced in getting the crew ashore,
but in spite of fierce gales at the time
the men were finally landed safely. The
Winnifred was owned by John Taylor
& Co., of Halifax, and was valued at
$20,000. 8he was insured for $12,500. She
sailed from Rosario on Dec. 21 for
Falmouth,

DISTURBANCES IN ITALY.
Rome, March 9.—There was a repeti-
tion of the disorders at Pavia, Italy,
Saturday night, and for a time the mob

held possession of the town. Rein-
forcements of troops were hastily sent
to the place, and upon their arrival
the garrison cavalry charged the riot-
ers, who were then gathered in front
of the prefecture. Quite a number of
persons were injured by being struck
by the hoofs of the horses or by the
flat sides of the cavalrymen’s sabers.
The commander of the squadron of
cavalry was wounded. Fifteen of the
leaders of the mob were placed under
arrest,

It is said that the dispatch to Africa
of six batteries and six battalions of
trocops is due to an urgent reaquest re-
ceived from Gen. Baldissera.

At Naples, where the transports are
awaiting to receive reinforcements for
the African army, the people are
greatly excited, and seem determined
to oppose the embarking of the
troops. Crowds filled the streets at
night, and many and vigorous protests
were made against sending any more
men to Abyssinia.

ANTI-YANKEE FEELING IN

SPAIN.

Madrid, March 9.—There were several
small disturbances yesterday at Sara-
gossa. but the authorities were alert
and determined, and the rioters were
easily dispersed. At Tarragona a meet-
ing, attended by 2,000 persons,was held.
A number of fiery speeches were maae,
the speakers gilorifying Spain and
holding the United States and its peo-
ple up to derision and contempt. The
meeting broke up amid cries of ‘‘Long
Live Spain!” “Death to the United
States!”

At Rilbao a crowd of 500 persons at-
tempted to make an attack upon the
American consulate, but were prevent-
ed by the police. At Vittoria posters
were put upon walls declaring that
Spain must go to war with the United
States and put a curb on Yankee arro-
gance.

A party of sailors belonging to the
French cruiser Drome marched
through the streets of Malaga, Spain,
yesterday, singing the yanish anthem
and the “I\Iarseilmise,%and cheering
for Spain, France and¥ the Spanish
army. They afterwards went to the
harbhor, aczompanied by officers. The
orchestra of the Grand Theater at Bar-
celona played the national march, and
the audience rose with enthusianstic
shouts of “Long live Spain!” “Long
live the army!”’ “Down with the United
States!” ete. The audience, after leav-
ing the theater, paraded the streets,
uttering cheers. They were dispersed
by the gendarmes.

MESSAGE OF PEACE.

The New York World prints a state-
ment over the signature of Canovas del
Castillo, Prime Minister of Spain, who
says the kingdom is friendly to the
[jni(tied States and that war is not de-
sired.

The message sets forth that the
Spanish Government, having received
no official notice of the intentions of
the United States, cannot take cogni-
zance of any proceedings of the Ameri-
can Congress. Neither, he says, has
any conference been held with other
European powers. Spain has tried to
enforce respect for the American con-
sulates and every effort has been made
to repress the demonstrations in Span-
ish cities, which are charged to the
Advanced Republicans. All disturbers,
the Minister says, will be promptly
tried and sent to prison.

‘“Nothing will be omitted on our
side,” he said, ‘“to show our desire to
»reserve cordial relations with Ameri-
ca. The Government of Spain regrets
and has made all the amends possible
for the manifestation already made
of the indignation which the speeches
at Washington naturally excites
among the ever loyal people of Spain.

“The situation now is one of ex-
treme delicacy,” the Minister contin-
ues. ‘“Indeed, I cannot define,” he
says, ‘“how far it is possible for the
Government of Spain to permit amic-
able and careful mediation of a foreign
power, however honorable and disin-
terested it may be, without incurring
the grave risk of beilng accused of
submitting to outside interference,
pressure and dictation in the midst of
a civil war. After the recognition of
the belligerents in Cuba by the United
States, it would be impossible for the
Government of Spain to accept the
good offices of President Cleveland or
to permit any interference whatever.

“Nevertheless, ‘I still hope some
means will be found by the President
to avoid alienating the friendly rela-
tions with the TUnited States which
Spain has shown this week that she
prizes highly®’

Senor Canovas explaing the latest
war preparations as being purely a
movement to chase filibusters and to
guard the Cuban coasts. In conclu-
sion the Prime Minister says it is im-
possible for Spain to recognize the bel-
ligerency of the rebels, as they are
merely nomads, ever on the move,

WILL FIGHT FOR ITALY.

Chicago Italians Make a Patriotic Move
—Ready to Return.

Chicago, March 9. —Forty members of the
Italian Club last night offered themselves to
the service of the country of their birth
while the room rang with cries of “Vivat
Rex” and ““‘Vivat Crispi,” the red, white
and green colors of Italy were tossed in the
air and the members of the club pledged
their services to their king, They signed a
memorial addressed to the Italian Minister
of War declariog their willingness to leave
their adopted country at the pleasure of the
king and proceed to Rome, where they will
join the Italian army and take part in the
war in Abyssinia.

The Ama-
zons of Cuba are not, as a rule, re-
markable for personal beauty or clean-
liness. Anything in the nature of a
dress contents them, and they can dis-
per-se with shoes, much less hosiery.
As a rule they are colored aqd not
yourg, strong of limb and quick of
tongue smart at repartee and able ‘to
use a machete, rifle, revolver or knife
with the best of the men. They are to
be found in nearly all the insurgent
camps, and are increasing in numbers.
When not otherwise engaged they
tend the sick and wounded, mend and
wash clothes or cook the meals, when
fires are permitted and food is procur-
able. When regular supplies are in-
adequate to the demand, which is not
infrequent, the Amazons chew sugar
cane, are thankful at getting it, and
ride with the regular Cuban troops.
When there is any fighting to do they
go into the thick of it with energy and

dash.
LIKE A TIGRESS.

There is, or was, one woman, at least,
among themm who may deserve more
than passing notice. She came to the
front in a recent engagement between
the Spanish troops and a nun}ber_ of
irsurgents at Olavita. The fighting
began with the usual will firing at
lcng r1ange; but gradually the combat-
ants, few in number on either side, by
force of circumstances, got nearer to
each other, and then, as usual, when
they began to see the whiteg of each
others’ eyes, the insurgents went to
cover and the triumphant soldiers
pushed onward in pursuit. But all the
insurgents did not melt away. One of
them, a tall, fine looking woman,
bright of eye, well built and looking a
heroine from the top of her head to
the soles of her naked feet, stood her
ground bravely, calling, first taunting-
ly and then in grand despair, upon her
fleeing companions to fight like men.
They paid no heed to her, and the
Spaniards kept closer and closer; from
bush to bush they pressed forward.
Then this woman determined to show
men how Cuban Amazons can die.
With ner back against a tree she
steadily loaded and fired her carbine,
taking the cartridges from the besom
of her cotton dress, almost the only
garment she wore. $So long as that
gun worked she pumped lead at the
Spaniards, keeping them well at bay.

5 HAND TO HAND.

But the carbine finally got out of or-
der, and she threw it away with angry
contempt, drew a revolver, and shout-
ed, “Long live free Cuba.” The Span-=
iards, seeing the carbine thrown to the
ground, made a simultaneous dash for-
ward, firing repeatedly as they did so.
The Cuban woman calmly awaited the
approach of the enemies of her country
and when they were well within range
of her pistol the Amazon gave another
cheer for Cuba and again opened fire,
until she tell, pierced by four Mauser
bullets. Then there was another rush
forward of the Spaniards, and the dy-
ing woman, half rising on her elbows,
fired her last shot at the nearest sol-
dier of Spain, killed him instantly, and
sank to rise no more,with a faint cheer
for free Cuba on her lips. This is only
one of a number of instances of how
the Cuban Amazons can fight and die.

ANOTHER AMAZON.

Another Amazon who recently kept
at bay the Spanish troops was the
the daughter of the insurgent leader
Soccorros. She fought to the last as
gallantly as any of the men, and when
her last cartridge was fired she grace-
fully gave up her revolver to the Span-
jards who had surrounded her, re-
marking, as she pointed to three sol-
diers she had killed: “I hope you will
make as good use of it as I have.”

CUBANS DEFEATED.

It became known today that the offi-
cial staff of the captain-general, being
informed that Maceo and his insur-

gents, three nights ago, were camped |

Lear Tapaste,- about thirteen miles
from this ecity, took
three columns of troops upon that
place, under the command of Gens.
Melguizo and Bernal. The necessary
orders were lssued in time, but the
telegraph operator on duty at the val-
ace, being tired out, went to sleep and
did not send the messages in the proper
time. In spite of this, Gen. Bernal en-
gaged the insurgent leader Mirabel,
the latter being at the head of %00 in-
surgents, and inflicted a loss of nine-
teen killed upon the enemy.

The Spanish forces operating in the
district of Yaguajaj, near Caibarien,
Province of Santa Clara, have had a
serious engagement with the enemy.
The latter were beaten, and left many
dead and wounded on the fleld. Among
the killed were several insurgent lead-
ers. It is believed this band was es-
corting the insurgent government.

TERRIBLE DESTRUCTION.

Gomez, after leaving the plantation
of Doloreta, burned 150 tons of cane.

The insurgents have burned all the
cane fields of the plantation of San
Ignacio, Province of Matanzas, and the
buildings and fields of the plantation
of Coloso.

The village of Crimea has been burn-
ed by the insurgents.

The lieutenant-colonel in command of
the Murcia battalion has been engaged
with a force of 2,000 insurgents at the
plantation of Triumvirate. The insur-
gents fought in retreating, and lost
many dead and wounded.

The Insurgents under Maceo, Miro
and Bacallo, numbering many men,
recently captured a convoy of provi-
sions, but a number of insurgents were
wounded during the skirmish.

The Abyssinians and Thelr Allies
Numbered 100,000 Men.

—_—

Valor of the Alpine Troops — Death of
Gen. Dabormida—A Better
Feecling in Rome.

Rome, March 9.—Further details from
the Adowa battlefield testify to the
valor of Gen. Dabormida and the Ital-
ian forces under his command. Dabor-
mida’s brigade resisted until evening
the attacks of the Shoans, thus pre-
venting pursuit of the main column
by a large body of Abyssinians, who
attempted to force a passage. Gen.
Dabormida died in the midst of his
men, his body riddied with bullets. The
example of the Italian ofilcers had a
great effect upon the common soldiers.

The Alpine troops from the north of
Italy performed prodigies of valor. Col.
Medina fell mortally wounded, crying:
“Forward, my Alpines!”

Gien. Baldissera, commander of the
Italian forces,admitted that Gen. Bara-
tieri had the plan of battle with the
Abyssinians well conceived, and he
thought that his predecessor would
have gained a victory at Adowa if
better arrangements could have been
made for directing the troops and
carrying into execution his plans.
TWENTY OFFICERS CAPTURED.

Twenty officers, including Col. Gal-
liano, the defender of Makallah, were
taken prisoners by the enemy. Col.
Galllano was wounded before he was
captured, sustaining a bad saber cut.
Prince Chigi was killed while defend-
ing Gen. Albertone.

ALMOST SEVEN TO ONE.

It is now asserted that the Abys-
sinians and their allies numbered 100,-
000, while the Italian generals had
barely 15,000 under their command.

THE FOE.

The Tribuna states that the Shoans
have made no advances since the
battle. The Abyssinian leaders, Ras-
alula and Rasmangescia, urge King
Menelek to prosecute the war to the
bitter end. Many of King Menelek’s
troops, however, are anxious to return
to their homes, and it is believed that
Gen. Baldissera will be able to provide
for the safety of Kassala and Adigrat.

BEAVY 1.08SS CF MATERIAL.

According to advices received here
from Massowah today, it is estimated
that the Italians at Adowa lost about
1,000,000 cartridges, 5.000 rounds of am-
munition for the artillery, 5,000 head of
cattle and mules, 10,600 rifies, and the
money chest. Several millions, how=-
ever, were saved.

TROOPS IN GARRISON IRRITATED.

Dispatches from Milan and Florence
yesterday afternoon announced a very
threatening state of affairs among the
troops in garrison in those two cities.
It appears that the soldiers became so
excited by the attitude of the populaca
that they almost broke into open mu-
tiny and threatened to leave their
quarters and join the rioters. With
difficulty the officers in command suc=-
ceeded in calming the soldiers, and, ac-
cording to last reports, it was believ=
ed the danger had been passed.

BETTER FEELING AT HOME.

The African crisis has assumed a
somewhat brighter aspect, as a result
of the receipt at the War Oflice from
Gen. Baldissera, commander of the
Italian forces, announcing that the
situation is not so desperate as gener-
ally imagined. He says he has 18,000
troops at his disposal, without counting
{ the garrisons of the forts and the re-
l inforcements, amounting to 12,000 men,
now on, their way to Massowah. DBut
the general urgently requests the im-
mediate dispatch of ammunition and
supplies, and particularly artillery, of
which he stands greatly in need, as
about 75 pieces are believed to have
been captured by the Shoans. In the
meanwhile, everything possible is be-
ing done to relieve the gacrisons of
Cassala and Adigrat.

THE ITALIAN LOSSES.

The War Office has not yet made
putlic its estimate of the number of
killed, wounded and missing of the
army defeated at Adowa, but the gen-
eral opinion is that the number killed
is about 5,000. There are no means of
ascertaining the number of men cap-
tured by the Shoans. Tt is now ad-
mitted that GGen. Dabormida was kill-
ed, but the fate of Gen. Albertone has
not 3yet been definitely ascertained.
Gen. Arimondi and Col. Galliano, with
about 306 ITtalian soldiers, are reported
to be among the prisoners in the hands
of the Shoans. The Tribuna today de-
clares that the matter is not a ques=-
tion of a simple crisis in Africa or in
Ttaly. It maintains that the honor of
Italy is involved, and urges the incom=-
ing Ministry to adopt a policy of un-
compromising revenge.

The future, 1t is said, may depend
consiflerably upon the secret mission
whicHl, it is reported, has been entrust-
ed to Signor Franzoi, the explorer. Ac=
cording to the rumor, which cannot be
verified, Franzof will go to Abyssinia
with instruction to prepare the ground-
work for an honorable peace between
Italy and that country.
