A. CooKke, pastor of the Methodist
t €hurch, of this town, who has brought
charges against Rev. Dr. James R.
Day, chancelor of Syracuse Univer-
sity, on the ground that the chancelor
had defamed the character of Presi-
dent Rosevelt, said today that he
would insist on a public trial of the
charges.

Cooke, “should be aired in open court
and I shall not consent to any star
chamber hearing.”
