With the advent of the public motor 
car, which starts with an initial charge 
of 16 cents to cover roughly one mile of 
travel, the hansom cab, for a very long 
time the popular means of reaching a 
destination, has been less and less used.

To meet the new competition 2,000 han­
som cabs and four-wheelers (the number, 
it is stated, will be increased very short­
ly) have been placed on the London 
streets, in which two persons can travel 
a mile for 12 cents. The reduction In 
fare promises to a certain extent to re­
vive the use of the hansom cab, although 
the greater speed of the motor car is de­
cidedly in its favor. The interesting fact 
is that hansom cabs and four-wheelers 
can be operated profitably for the very 
low fare of 12 cents a mile.
