Rt. Rev. M. F. Fallon Honored
by Priests of the Diocese.

IS A VERY USEFUL GIFT

Hig Lordship Was Greatly Moved
When the Presentation Was
Made at Assumption

Windsor, July 14.—Noon today saw
the conclusion of the yearly retreat

A SOLID WALL OF FLAMES

W. H. 8mith Gives An Ildea of What
It Feels Like to See a Forest Fire
Coming at Race-horse Speed.

J. P. Smith and W. H. Smth, sons
of Marshall Smith of 498 Quebec
street, are two Londoners who surviv’®
ed the fire which destroyed the Dome
mines at South Porcupine, They ar-
rived home yesterday, as stated in Fri-
day night's Advertiser, and Mr. W, H.

WHO ESCAPES FOREST FIRES

Flames Beat Them Back From

Water—Virginia Earle Tells o

Grewsome Sights at Porcupine.

Toronto, July 15.—Boarding the train
from the North at Barrie last evening,
representatives of the press found
themselves in the midst of scores of
refugees from the North, They were
especlally fortunate in securing inter-
views with the first women to reach
this city, who had passed through the
harrowing experiences of that awful
Tuesday. These were Miss Virginia
Karle, who was playing at the “Em-
pire” in Pottsville, and Miss Octavia
Neal, who was at the “Lyric” in the
Golden City,
Two other interviews were secured
of unusual Interest with men who had
passed through the San [rancisco
earthquake and declared that one hour
of this held more horrors than the
whole of the period during which the
western city was wasted by earthquake
and fire,

Playing in Pottsville Theatre.

Miss Earle, although not fully re-
covered from the effects caused by
the holocaust, gavea clear and graphie
description of the terrible affair,

“I was in Pottsville playing an en-
gagement at the Empire theatre when
1 heard of the fire.

Wanted to Save Her Harp.

“My first impulse was to try and
save my harp, which was over in South
Porcupine, but when 1 heard that the
