P Mining Affairs.

The news from the mines is most
encouraging. The fine weather has
enabled many companies heretofore
idle to epen their ground. More gold
has been taken out of the various
claims for the past month than for any
corresponding period since.the Cariboo
mines were first discovered. Itis con-
fidently believed that the amount of
the precious metal washed out during
the present will exceed that of any
previous year. This marked improve-
ment in mining matters will cause
every intergst in the Colony to look
up, and exert a beneficial etfect upon
business in this city. It isalso worthy
of remark that in addition to the re.
cent strikes and steady yield on Wil-
liam Creek, numerous outside creeks
are contributing their quota to swell
the volume of the golden stream.

With this plain statemsnt of facts, made
as briefly as possible, you will not be sur-
prised when I tell you that all the solid. law-
abidinog men on this creek feel mortified,
humiliatad and disgusted at the farce. They
never have admired the Governor’s exalted
talents or his wouderful admnistrative ability.
They did, however, respect him before ; now
there is but one feeling for him, and that ig
universal pity and sorrow. Even the more
sensible of those who trinmphed over him
will never respect him again. It may be
that this weak, silly farce will not utterly
destroy his powerand influence in the Colony.
He may be advised below and take active,
energetic measures to retrieve what he has
lost. Nothing but the wisest and best counsel
promptly and rigidly enforced will ever do
this. Unless this is- done he (Mr Seymour)
had better resign with what ‘grace he can
and leave the country. If it is not done his
true course would be to skedaddle and let the
reins of Government fall upon anyone else,
We canuot have a worse ruler. The Cana=
dian Company themselves, who have ruled
thus far, when they attempted to, would be
far preferable to a poor, weak, vascillating,
pervous, temporizing man styled a Govorqor.

This may be strong langaage, Mr Editor,
to use towards our lawfual vernor. ltis
really painfal for me to use it, but the cir-
cumstances justify it. At thns_ moment, the
one universal sentiment of this community
is, that the Colony of British Columbia is
too weak to enforce its laws. Nothing but
the Governor’s course in this matter has
given rise 10 this sentiment. You know
well this is erroneous; and ‘you know, :too,
thet it is ruinous and disastrous to th@ best
interests of the Colony. Let its oa be
removed then, and the sentiment will ‘follow
the cause.

And
whereas it is possible that the Company by
deferring unreasonably the reduction or the
announcement of reduction might pat the
undersigned to considerable expense in pros
viding other mcans for lighting, we hereby
inform the Victoria Gas Company that any
reduction in the price of gas cannot be ac~
cepted by us unless publicly notiied by the
15th of September, without the expenses
above referred to are assumed by the Vic-
toria Gas Company.

.Wwith much vigour and enthusiasm, the,claims

leading nationalities of the world ; "indeed,
we are not sure that they do not regard thems
selves as the very pick and flower’6f: human-
ity. Strange to say, Russia seems: inclined
to favor their pretensions, and to endorse
their views, The Congress consjgts of: repre«
sentalives ‘of the various divigions. of ; the
Scalavonian race found in Augtria, Prossia
and Turkey ; and these have baen  elétted
bytheir congeners, and:despatchtéd to’ a “sott
of Sclavonic Parliament heldif<the ancient
capitaliof the Rassian : .Empire, which' they
regard as their Mecea, their ‘holy city,’. the:
centreand metropolif-of their race. . Fron
this gathering, however, the Poles have held
back, owiog to a not nnnatural dislike of
Russia, and a very. reasonable siuspicion of

the Grand Duke, and Prince Gortschakoff,
who treated them with marked ' attentionf;
while Count Tolstoy, Minister of Public
Instruction, made a faming speech at a
banquet to which they were invited, and
spoke of ‘the great futare which Providence
has marked out for the mighty Sclavonic
race.” What does all this mean ? Does
Russia really imagine she can establish &
vast Pansclavonian Empire, includiog all the
sdattered members of the most scattered of
Eurcpean tribes ? Inthat case she must be
prepared to subdus, and partially te absorb,
not only Turkey, but Austria and Prussia ;
and in the endeavour to effect sucha purpose
she would have all the rest of Europe in arms
against her, by the mere instinct of self-pre«
servation against a gigantic peril. The fact
is, the Sclavonic race has no real historic
centre or clearly marked country. Panicla-
vism, as interpreted by Russia, is simply &
dream of universal military dominion ; ~ as
interpreted by the genuine Sclaves them-
selves, it is wanting in form and definition.

No More Creap Corrons.—Cheap cottons
will probably never be known again in this
country. In the days of slavery, the negro
women of the South constituted fully one-
half of the field force,in the light labor of
cotton culture. Even last year they worked
in the field to a considerable extent: but a
Southern correspondent writes that this year
they bave almost entirely withdrawn from it.
They declare that *the white women never
work out, but are supported by their men,
that it ouglit to be so, and that they (the
blacks) will not submit any more to out door
work,” We have no doubt they will adhere
to this determination. So the cotton plan-
ters must give up all hope of seeing them
again in the field. The increase of wages in
the South may, and probably will be in some
measure compensated for in extending the
cultivation of cotton to new fields of opera«
tion. In California much interest is felt in
the attempts making there to cultivate this
great staple on a large scale, and it is ba<
lieved a considerable breadth of land will be
devoted to it this year. The appreciation in
the price since the prostration of Southern
industry, and the establishment of cotton
mills nearer to the seat of consumption of
manufactures, have created inducements to
grow the material not previously existing.
While this will tend somewhat to cheapen
the product of cotton, tHere is little probabil-
ity of ever seeing before-the=war prices cur=
rent here.—Phil. Ledger.
