NO TREATY ARRIVED AT WITH SPAIN.
London, May 18.—In the house of. 

this afternoon, Lord Edmund 
Fitzmaurice, under foreign secretary, an­
nounced that the government regretted 
to inform the house that the negotiations 
which had been carried on with Spain for 
a commercial treaty had terminated un­
satisfactorily to the government. The 
under secretary said they could only con­
sider the recent actions of Spain as a re­
fusal to fulfil the fundamental conclusions 
of the declaration of the 21st of Decem­
ber, 1884. Sir R. D. Norier, British 
minister to Madrid, had therefore been 
instructed to inform Spain that under the 
circumstances negotiations were at an end. 
The object of the negotiations now bro­
ken off was to obtain for England the 
most favored nation treatment.

POSTAL TELEGRAPH.
London, May 18 —Extensive prepara­

tions are being made at the post office de­
partment to meet the increased traffic ex- 
>ected from the adoption of the 6d. rate 
or telegrams. It is expected that in the 
irst year there will be an increase in the 
total number of telegrams of 30 per cent. 
Half a million pounds already have been 
expended for new poles, wires, instrn 
meets, eto. Over 20,000 miles of addi­
tional wires have been laid and 12,000 ex­
tra operators, and over 20,000 messengers 
will be engaged.

A WAK BALLOON.
