tory as a great statesman, though he filled
Yhe presidency for two terms, and was
'mmensely popular. In the conduct of
political affairs he was in too many
instances the viotim of schemers, whose
real purposes he did not fathom, That is
1o say, with reference to home matters
, onlyg for in the handling of foreign affairs
a good record attaches to both his adminis-
trations, One fact must not be forgotten—
that he was all along very pronounced in his
determination to maintain - friendly re.
latibns with Eogland, This was well under.
stood in London, and across the water
General Grant has . been appreciated
socordingly, That section of the British
public which sympathized with the caus,
of slavery got thoroughly ashaméd of
themeelves after the war ; and probably
felt grateful to Grant for the handsome
advances which he made to them towardg
coming to a better understanding, Or, as
it may be truer to say—they made the
advances, and Grant was friendly enough

to meet the same in s friendly manner,
The most regrettable part of Gemeral
Grant’s career was that connected with
Wall street. He did not really *go on
Wall street,” as the expression is génerally
understood. Had he simply made specn-
lative ventures alone or with partners he
would have had his chances of winning as
well as of losing.

The true answer is probably this—thas
he excelled all other northern genersls in
divining the intentions.of the enemy in the
field, In this way he had a gift of “‘guess=
ing” equal to the most fabulous Yanke,
jdesl, He had been at West Point, he had
been among Southern military men, sad
he knew their ways and works to & dot.
He knew what they were going o do, even
before they were quite sare of it them-
selves, Other northern generals had miet
with disaster, in grést part becaute they
had not his gift of interpreting the motiong
of the southern generals, and seeing through
their designs, But this Grant was able to
do *like & book”—he read them right
through, and so won the fight. This will
probably go upon record as General Girant’y
strong point in the conduct of the war,

The reason for. doing this is net merelY
that book-work can be bettd¥ or more
cheaply done in London or Paris: than in
Toronto or Montreal, It is & palp-
able fact that a book ~publisheg
.in Canada is likely to fall flat, irrespective
of any merit that it may possess. The
critics and reviewers of the literary world
confine their sttemtion to the great pub-
lishing 'centers, and seldom take: the
grouble to enquire whether anything good
oan come out of Nazareth or not, The
effects of literary ocentralization are well
illustrated in the case of Edinburgh, which
WS not many years ago the birthplace of
much literary thought and the chosen
battle ground of the giants of oriticism,
London has so overshadowed the Scottish
capital that the latter has become merely'
& university town, whose only literary
diversions consist in the acrid controver-
sies of narrow-minded theologians,
