Dr. Stev-
ens, in his “History of Methodism,” says
that when Rev. Benjamin Abbott of olden
times was preaching, he exclaimed : “For
aught I know, there may be a murderer in
this house,” and & man - rose in the assem.
blage and started for the door and bawled
aloud, confessing to a murder he had com-
mitted fifteen years before.  And mo won-
der ‘these Pharisees, 1 -of their sins
took to their heels. But what did Christ
write on the'ground? ‘The Biblé does not
state. Yet, as Christ never wrote anything
except that once, you cennot blame us for
wanting to know. what he really did write.
But I am certain he wrote nothi trivial,
of nothing unimportant.  And you al-
lgw me to say that I think I know what he
furote on the ground? I judgefrom the
circymstances. might haye written other
things, but kneeling there in thé temple gdr-
rounded by a pack of k ites, who werea
self-appointing constabulary,.and having in
his presence a persecuted woman, ‘who ‘evi-
dently was very penitent for her sins, I am
sure he wrote two words, Both of them
graphic and tremendous and reverberating.
And the one word was Hypocrisy and the
other ‘word was Forgiveness, . From the
way these Pharisees and scribes vacated
the prewises and got out into the fresh air,
as Christ, with just -one ironical sentence,
unmasked them, I know they were first-
class hypocrites. It was then as it is now.
The more faultsand inconsistencies people
have of their ownm, the more severe and
censorious are they about the faults of oth-
ers. Here they are—twenty stout men ar-
resting ‘and arraigning one weak woman.
Magnificent business to be engaged in.
They wanted ‘the fun of seeing her faint
away under a heavy judicial sentence from
Christ, and then after she had been taken
outside the city and fastened at- the foot of
a precipice, the Seribes and Pharisees want-
edp the satisfaction of eachi coming and drop-

ing a big stone’an her head, for that was
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the style of capital punishment that they
asked for. Some people have taken the re-
sponsibility ‘of - saying that Christ never
lavghed. But I think as he saw those men
drop everythiug, chagrined, mortified, ex-
posed, and go out quicker than they came
in, he must have laughed. At any rate, it
makes me laugh to read of it. All of these
libertines, dramatizing indignation against
impurity.  Blind bats lecturing on optics,
A flock of crows on their-way up from a
carcass, denouncing carrion. , Yes, I think
that one word written on the ground that
day by the finger-of Christ was the awful
word Hypocrisy.- But I am sure there was
another word in that dust.

«“WHY ALL THIS FUSS AND FURY?"

Father Flannery Answers the Question and | !

Pefends the Jesuits.
8t. Michael’s Cathedral was well filled last
evening  'to bear Father Flannery of Bt
Thomas, who is well known here, preach on
the history and condition ' of ‘the " Jesuits in
Quebec. Beginuing with the apoitles, the
rev. father traced the successive religious
orders of historical importance that have
arisen, the Franci the Domini ‘and
lastly the Jesuits. The Order of Jesuits was
founded in the year 1640, In. the beginning
1t only numbered about 60 - members by
authority. ~ Abeuy ' 1650 they were sent |
to Ireland, ° where  persecution = then
reigned  against the - OCatholics. At
this time « by special decree it was declared
that tHeir'mumber conld® be increased to an
unlimited extent. From that time the history
of the Jesuits has been a story of persecution
and suffering. He related how the Jesuits
were driven out of France and Spain. To-
wards she end of the eighteenth century, after
they had revolutionized France, they were per-
ecuted by the Js ists, Calvinists, infidels
and debauchees, About this time they were
driven out of Spain. ' Titus Oates wab respon-
sible for the. death of _several of the fathers
about the yéar 1678.
