Prison Reform gnd the Church Courts.

Editor World: About twelve months ago
the church courts of this province were in-
vited to with the Prisoners’
Association of Canada in asking the Ontario
Government to appoint a prison reform com-
mission to investigatée and report upon our
penal institutions. This' was done with a
view to the adoption of the best methods of
dealing with the erithinal classes. A hearty
response was made to the appeal on the part
of nearly all the churches applied to.. Favor-
able resolutions were adopted, petitions were
signed and standing committees were ap-
pointed with a view of securing the appoint~
ment of the commission asked for. Asa re-
sult of this united effort: the Attorney-Gene-
ral has recently intimatod thatit isthe inten-
tion of the Government to appoint a commis-
sion on prison reform. This is so far satis-
factory, but the Prisoners” Aid Association
now desires to a step fupther, We are
now memorialising the Govérnment to the
effect that it is most desirab.e that the pro-
posed prison reform commission shall spare
neither time nor expense in examining into
the working of the best penal systems
in other countries. Also, in the inter-
ests of temperance, morality and religion, we
desire the co-operation of all or as-
sociations of the province in asking the pro-
posed commission to enquire ‘into and re-
portupon: L The cause of crime, such as
drink, over-crowding, immoral literature,

2, The best means of resguing destitute
children from a criminal career. 3. The
best means of providing and conducting
industrial schools, 4. The propriety of the
Government assuming larger comtrol of
county jails, 5. Industrial employment of

risoners. 6. Indeterminate sentences. 7.

'he best method of.dealing with tramps and
habitual drunkards,

We desire action not only in the higher
courts of the churches but in the lower courts
as well, Blank petitions and resolutions can
be obtained on application, but we do not
wish the churches to be. limited to the use of
such forms.

THE BURSTING OF A BOILER.

A Frightful Raflway Caldmity at Buffalo—
A Locomotive Boiler Explodes While
the Engine 1s in Motion.

BurraLo, May 12 —Locomotive explosions
are not common and it is not now remem-
bered that more than one such terrible dis-
aster has occuwrred in Buffalo during the past
15 or 20 years; but yesterday furnished ean
event of that character that in its terrific

effect, horrifying results and harrowing de- ‘

tails bas had few parallels,

About 2 o'clock this afternoon Lehigh
Valley engine No, 261, George Pearl, engineer,
and Henry J. O'Connor, fireman, started for
East Buffalo from the yardsof the Tifft
farm with a string of 27 cars, some of which
were loaded with freight. The train was
moving slowlyand bad crossed the Lake
Shore tracks at the Buffalo creek junction,
where the crossing signalman was just chang-
ing the semaphore. The engine at that time
had reached that point where the tracks of
the Lehigh Valley and Buffalo, Rochester &
Pittab intersect each other_ adjacent -to
those of the Nickel Plateand the Western New
York & Pennsylvania, when it exploded.

A roar was heard like the disc of a
battery of heavy artillery, the earth trem-
bled and shook as though seized with the
tremor of an earthq and the air was
filled with flying fragments of iron, steel
brass and timber, accompanied by a cloud of

led steam and dust, The hearts of

twisted out of shape, and across the adjacent
slip the dome and a huge f: ent of the
bo?lerflay upon the coal dumping pier of the
uffalo, Rochester & Pittsburg road, 400 feet
away. In striking it had crashed into the
timbers and sen at splinters in all
directions,. A switeh shanty alongside the
track was badly wrecked.

As soon as the train hands and others had
recovered from the shock, a search for the
missing neer and fireman was begun.
The body of Pearl was found in the creek.
It was brought to the surface by ¥
man named Daniel Murphy, and with the
assistance of Patrolman ~Wheeler of the
ninth precinct and Dillon of the seventh,
who had arrived upon the scene of the acci-
dent, the mangled corpse was hoisted to the
coal dock before mentioned. Its condition
was sbockinﬁ. Apparently every bone was
broken, the head and face were frightfully
mutilated, as was also the trunk, nearly the
entire abdomen being torn away,

O’Connor’s body was found between the

A VERDICT OF SUICIDE,

The Coroner’s Jury Say That Ida Tor-
zrance Took Her Own Life—Frank
Moore’s Story of the Act.

It took Coromer Johnson's jury just 10
minutes yesterday afternoon to decide that
Ida Torrance committed suicide.

Frank Moore, in whose rooms the girl took
the fatal dose, was the principal witness, and
he was cross-examined by Mr. Curry, repre-
senting the Crown Attormey’s office. He
stated that deceased came to live with him
about six or eight weeks ago. He first met
her on Nov. 6 last. On the morning of the
tragedy he had not retired until 4 o'clock.
About that hour he was lying on the
bed and he saw deceased im her ht-
dress with a wine lass in er
hand. Bhe  said; “Frank, I am
going to take this and  die.”  She then
took the contents of the glass at one swallow.
Witness related how he had gone out for an
antidote and procured some salt and water,
which he administered. This, however, di
not have the effect of an emetie, as he had
hoped. He then walked her avound the room,
endeavoring ' to work off the effects of the
poison. He took her round the table twice
and the second time she fell.

To Mr. Curry he said there had been mo
din'smte about her getting money. The only
intimation he had that the liquid in the
bottle was poison was when she said, ““I am
ﬁoing todie.” Bo faras he was aware'she

ad not been drinking, but he believed she
had taken a small glass of port wine, Before
sbe had avowed her intention to commit sui-
cide she had shown no signs of despondency.

Coroner Johnson in summing up said that
in the evidence addiced there was mﬂmf
%Eou which a definite verdict could be forme

ere seemed to be no evidence of any
trouble or difference. ‘rhe one difficulty was
that there was apparently nothing to prompt
the woman to commit the act, Yet there
mﬂight have been some other influence. He
had in his possession letters from relatives
and friends asking herto return to her home
and lead a better life,

The jury retired at 5 o'clock end in 10
minutes returned a verdict of suicide,

Editor World: As the question of whether
the Mowat Government should be returned
to power or not i8 now uppermost in the
minds of the electors of Ontario, it may be
of some interest to know how some of the
office holders of that administration in this
district exercise their functions.
