The legal committee amended G. B. 

Smith’s bill respecting assignments and pre­
ferences by insolvents so as to make void 
any conveyance or assignment by a person 
wit.lfin three months of insolvency. Mr. 
Meredith’s bill to amend* the'Judicature Act 
to compel the examination by a medical man 
of any person on whose behalf compensation 
for personal injuries might be claimed was 
so amended as to make the examining phy­
sician an impartial witness.

The Municipal Committee dealt with Mr. 
Tait’s bill to amend the Municipal Act in 
different respects. The clause permitting 
the expenditure of money on the celebration 
of national and other holidays and the r cep- 
tion of guests was amended so that, cities of 
over 100,000 may spend $5003, cities between 
20,000 and 100,000 may spend $1000, and 
cities and towns less than 20,000 $500. The 
clause giving police commissioners power to 
regulate and prohibit the playing or musical 
instruments in streets, parks or public places 
was adopted. It does not apply to military 
bands on duty.
