WHY WE SCOLD MR. HUGHES.

In & letter, which appears in another
column, Mr. J. L: Hughes defends his
position as a diréctor of the Georgian
Bay Canal and Power Aqueduct Company.
AJthouzh he hardly knows whether to
treat our editorial seriously or not, we
are zlad to see that be does treat it so,
because it was written in all seriousness,
and it was meant to be serious. Mr.
Huzhes obfuscates the point at issue be-
tween himseli and us by usinz a lot of
cobwebs. These we will brush aside 50
that the publie may perceive our line of
criticy m,

The World never objected to E. A. Mac-
donald buildinz a .ship canal from Geor-
zian Bay to Lake Ontario.

The World never objected to his con-
structing an aqueduct between the
same points.

The World never objected to Mr. HuZhes
assistinz him in furthering these objects;
nor did we object to capitalists risking
their money on them. We would be only
toe happy to see five thousand men em-
ployed on the works in question.

What we do object to and what we
have objected to is this: We object to
4 man who cannot float ‘& scheme amonz
capitalists in the ordinary way cominZ
to this city and askinz our corporation
to endorse it. The Chicago Board of
Trade has denounced the canal project
aé visionary. The Canal Convention
would not approve of it. ~
The company have apparently abandoned
that part of the scheme themselves. As
the ecity of Toronto would object to en-
dorsing the promissory note of E. A. Mac-
donald, so should it also object to endors-
ing a project which competent men de-
nounce as the dream of a madman. How-
ever, as we have often said before, we
would not raise one finger or write one
word to prevent those who believe in the
scheme putting thejr momey in it and
going ahead with the work. Mr. Hughes
is perfectly free to invest his money in
the -enterprise, and if he does so we
will not seold him. But both he and Mr.
Maecdonald may depend upon it that we
will oppose them tooth and nail when
they seex to use the city as a cat's paw
to induce innocent people in England
and other countries to invest their mon-
ey in what appears to us to be a wildeat
venture. And, what is more, we imagine
we have been somewhat successful in pre-
venting this same E. A. Macdonald get-
ting a lever to drag the fair name of
this city in the dirt and to make it the
laughing stock of the world.

Again, Mr, lughes, if. you have faith
in your agueduct go ahead and build it
the same as the Canadian company built
their tunnel on this side and the American
company built theirs on the other side
of the Niagara River, If it is a commer-
cial project go ahead and complete the
work. But no, that is not the way that
you and your friend E. A. Macdonald pro-
ceed about the job.

You run again to the city and ask to
be taken up. You want the city to en-
dorse this scheme also, and become, as
it were, a partner in {fhe venture.

And it is rizht here here <we par-
ticularly object to ydfir appearance on
the scene, Mr. Hughes. If there is one
thing that is admitted by the leading
statesmen of the day it is| that good
citizenship is promoted by the ‘people
taking a personal interest in the man-
azement of civic affairs, by investing
the municipality with authority to carry
on various public services instead of
having them done through private cor-
porations. Ald. Shaw became a rabid
convert to this view during his recent
visit to England. He denounces the sys-
tem of allowing/the middle man to col-
lect tribute from the people on every
gas jet, on every electric light used in
Toronto. None of the papers who have
been retained to plead the interests of
the companies attempt to refute the
proposition that the municipalization of
most public services is in the best' inter-
ests of the people. The existence of pri-
vate corporations who have advantages
to gain from our representatives is a

representatives. We see instances
their malizn influence every day.
dailies of the eity openly
mit that our representatives are
so susceptible to influences of this
kind that they cannot be trusted to con-
duct an ordinary business, such as light-
fng the city streets. What we object to
in you, Mr. Hughes, is that you do not
seek to elevate the tone of public moral-
ity. On the contrary, you take the eide
of the companies. You seek to let another
corporation ast¢na its grip on this city,

thereby making it almost lmboulble for

us to free ourselves from the Whonopolies
that enthral us. You seek to sink us deep-
er in the mire. Ui

And we think we have a right to single
you out in this way, because you come
forward on the publie platform at fre-
quent intervals and insist on women ‘being
allowed to vote, in order that the public
moral tone may be eleévated. The next
time you address the Women'’s Enfran-
chisement Association will you tell them
hat as soon as they get votes they
should use them to increase thé number
of middlemen who shall exact tribute
from us? Will you coach them in the
doctrine that three electric systems along
the same street can be operated as cheap-
ly as one? If so, we advise the women
to look out for a champion who has mcre
faith in the honesty and capacity of the
people than Mr. Hughes seems to possess.

Again, Mr. Hughes, we object ‘to the
methods adopted by your friend Ernest
Albert in presenting his business to the
Council. Without going ipto details, we
characterize him as a bare-faced dema-
gog, employing artilices and trickery
that are insulting to the decent citizens
of Tofonto. Your desire to render a bene-
fit to the city and yourself must be over-
powering, otherwise we don’t see how you
could stomach some of the things that
have made the publie sick.

Now as to the alleged benefit your com-
pany is conferring on the city. You confer
no benefit. You are bound to give up
not one cent, nor to render any gervice,
You tsalk about electric energy at one
cent per horse power per hour. Do
you undertake to . supply it with-
in a . year, or  two years by your
aqueduct ?' Nothing of the kind.
You simply get an option on & franchise
which you can peddle around with the
prospect of making many thousand dol-
lars.

It is not at all improbable that elec-
tric enerzy may within a year or two be
procurable from Niazara at half the
rate you mention iu the azZreement. You
are seeking from the city a privilege
which will enable those who control the
Niazara power to switch their energy
into this city and distribute it to con-
sumers. To Zet such a privileze when
they want it this company would will-
ingly pay & few hundred thousand dol-
lars. If we accept your draft agreement
we place this privileze in your hands.
You get the money, we get the goose.
Not il we know it, however.

An electric lighting franchise is some-
thinz of value; it is an asset of the
city just as the rizht to run street cars
is an asset; and askinz that this franchise
be Ziven to you and your colleagues, you
ask that something of value be given to
you for nothing. The city can do much bet-
ter by working the asset jtself; if it must
part with any more franchises, let a pro-
per consideration be paid. The telephone
company paid for the one it has, and if
ever the Consumers’ Gas Company comes
into the field azain it will have to do
the same.

WASTING ITS PITY,

The Globe of late has beem taking it
for granted that protection is all but a
dead issue. It 'expresses surprise that
anyoné should seriously argue in favor
of protection. It almost goes 8o far
as to shed tears of pity overy those mis-
guided individuals who cannot appreciate
the beauties of pure and unadulterated
free trade, Perhaps it would be just
as well for The Globe if it didn't take
so much for granted. The latest infor-
mation from Australia ought to convince
The Globe that its pity is wasted. The
Globe has more reason to bewail the
fate of its own party than to lament
for the dense ignorance of its oppenents.
From Melbourne we learn that the fea-
ture of the Vietorian elections held last
week was the annihilation of the free
trade party, which rallied for the first
time in 10 years., An analysis of the
returns shows that 65 ~ Protectionists
and 14 Free Traders were elected, the
remaining 29 members favoring - an ad
valorem duty on imports of 25 per, cent.

Mr. J. L. Hughes and the Georgian Bay
Canal.

Editor World: In a strange kind of
an editorial, I ecarcely know whether to
treat it seriously or not, you assume that
1 must be guilty of some offence against
muupicipal morality = because I am a
director of fhe Georgian Bay Canal and
Power Aqueduct Company. It is cer-
tainly a new doctrine that men who seek
to build up the best intesrests of our city
should be regarded as its enemies. Please
cousider the following facts:

1. George Laidlaw and his associates
were properly regarded as friends of the
city and of Ontario when they projected
railways to run into Toronto, al-
though they asked bonuses from To-
ronto and the othes municipalities
through which these railways were to
run. The men whom you have &0
bitterly attacked for a year and a half
believe they have a plan 6f much great-
er advantage to Toronto, for which they
have not asked a single dollar of muni-
cipal or provincial money. Please tell
your readers why we should be attacked.
Do not call us bad names; simply state
facts and arguments, and I shall gladly
reply to you, since you have called on me
to do so. .

2. You must prove that the men who
built the Canadian Pacific Railway and
thereby opened up our great Northwest
Territory were immoral before you can
fairly assume that the directors of the
Georgian Bay Canal and Power Aque-
duct Company are immoral. We are on
a better or at least a more independent
footing, because they received aid from
the Government. We bave not asked any
such’ aid, either in lands or money, or
guaranteed bonds.

3. The Georgian
Power Aqueduct Company has mnot
tried to take anything from
Poronto,and Toronto's interests, both pre-
sent and future, are guarded by our Act of
Incorporation as fully as the interests of
any other municipality.

4. The other municipalities interested
gent deputations to Parliament in favor
of the Georgian Bay Canal & Power Aque-
duct Company.

5. The self-appointed representatives of
Toronto who appeared before the Private
Bills Committee of the Legislature, when
asked by the chairman, Hon. Mr. Gibson,
if they thought the building of a power
aqueduct as proposed by our company
would be in any way an injury to Toron-
to, replied in the negative.

6. The agreement proposed to the city
offers to supply the city and all individ-
nals in the city with power for the gen-
eration of light or for manufacturing pur-
poses at about one-quarter of present
prices. This would unquestionably make
Toronto the cheapest eity in North Amer-
jea in which to carry on mauufactures.
It would also help to develop the miner-
al resources of Oatario. Please point out
the immorality of such conduct. Our city
and country need all such enterprises as
will give work to laboring men and will
build up our city and country financially,
industrially and commercially. Strange
that any newspaper can be found to abuse
and misrepresent any such enterprise,
The public has opinicns in regard to
your reasons, some personal, some histor-
jc. If you have any reason please state
it. So far you have simply scolded men
asdhlouest a8 yourself and, as public-spir-
ité

I
will tell you very frankly that I would
consider it discreditable to be associated
with Mr. Macdonald in tryinz to sever
the unjon existing between Capada and
the Mother Country, but I rezard it as
a high honor to bein any way associat-
ed with him in the efforts he has been
80 courageously and so successfully mak-
inz to benefit Toronto and Ontario, I
wish it to be clearly understood, too,
t¥at I do not echarZe Mr. Macdonald with
discreditable conduet in advocatinz his
opinions on publi¢c questions, just because
they differ from mine. I merely state
that I would not work with him as an
annexationis€, but I will cheerfully aid
him ae a canal and power aqueduct pro-
moter. I believe in his ability and his
honesty of purpose in pushing forward
his plans to & successful issue.

8. Mr. Macdonald and those associated
with him do not pretend that they are
promoting the cahal and power aqueduct
merely for the benefit of the ecity and
province. Our position ie exactly similar
to that of every man who, durinz the
past Lundred years, has tried to found
& company to prosecute some work that
would result to his own personal advan-
taze, and at the same time introduce
capital and provide work. You will not
pretend that it is immoral to do this.

9. You should remember also that the
city took no steps to build a canal or
power agquedact, and probably never
. would have doue so .

10. The agreement proposed is not a
new or special one, but the exact agree-
ment made about five years ago with the
‘_‘lncundescent Light Co,” only that it
is proposed to supply power at a rate
lower than ever before offered.

11, It must not be forgotten that the
agreement creates no monopoly. If the
city or any other company can offer
cheaper power they remain at liberty to
do so. Then again, the city gets control
of the whole business at the end of thirty
years.

12. Another feature worthy of note is

that what you r¢garded as ridiculous a
year ago, you now regard as a very
valuable franchise.
You ask me to state why I am con-
nected with the Georgian Bay Canal and
Power Aqueduct Company. Briefly for
these reasons :
