FHE PAVING TENDRERS STILL UNDER
DISOUSSION:

Ex-Ald, Verral Did See Guelich, But Says
No Boodle Was Talké@ Or-He Relates
a Story Imcriminating Ex-Ald. Piper,
‘Who ‘Denies the Accusastion and Turns
On Mis Accuser. :

» It was expected that at yesterday’s
proceedings in the boodle investigation
the matter of the Street Railway fran-
‘chise would havé been taken up. Such
would have beeu the case had it not been
for Ex-Ald, Verral's request to be again
put in the box. His further testimony
7 plunged the enguiry back into the cir-
cumetances of the Ghelich deal. . Since
his last appearance in the witness box/
and the evideuce of Mr, Guelich, Mr. Ver-
ral has remembered that he did meet
that gentleman’ in the Headquarters’ Sa-
loon on July 17, and that he did talk
with him about the tenders; but he denies
that any corrupt offer was made or
meptioned by either side. He has also
recollected & little incident which took
_place in the eveninz of the same day.

e allezes that on that occasion Ex-
Ald.- Harry Piper showed him.a letter
purporting to be from the Guelich people,
in which the statement was made that
as Verral had been a staunch friend of
the company ke should, if the contract
passed the council, be rewarded with
$5000. Thronzh & mistake he alsosaw a
letter from the same company.to another
alderman. Ex-Ald. Piper then went on

to the stand and denied the #ccusation
in toto, and in self-defence, sworg that
Ex-ald. Verral eolicited him to use his
influence to zet the Guelich people to
pay out $16,000. T
A Missing Witness.

In the middle of the aiternoon proceed~
ings, Lawyer Nesbitt walked up to the
judge and whispered something in his
ear. His Honor immediately rose and
proceeded to, his private room. Shortly
afterwards Detectivg Black was admit-
ted and a little later on’County Crown
Attorney Curry . entercd..

When we were alone Vergal told mey
that he had just seen three gentlemen
of the Detroiti®ompany, and that he
had informed them that the other side
had offered 16 or 16 thousand dollars,
and that if ‘they wamted the work they
would have to puy. *I want you,” said
Verral, “to ¢ome owver and use your in-
ﬂug,nce with them and get them to give

Do I understand that seiiebody else
had put up $16,0007—A. That was what
I gathered. He said, “Now, you can
go in and talk to these people.” I ‘told
him that I had got my own business to
attend to, and that I would have noth-
ing to do with it. He started to tell me
that he thought they were nice people
and that he had vated for their teuder
because it was the best pavement and
the cheapest.

I asked him why, then, he didn't stand
up for them. He replied that the other
parties, 1 don’t remember who he said,
had put up $16,000 to get the work,
and that if these people would pay the
same amount they preferred giving the
contract to them. I told Verral that I
would have nothing whatever to do with
it, and that I did not know the ‘people,
except socially. ;

Witness was asked no further ques-
tions, and he stepoed down.

E. A. Macdonald\was next examined

No. It wwas diseontinued against the
Kiely-Everett syndicate almost immedi-
ately.

How came it to be discontinued?—A.
Owinz to the eppesition that 1 encoun-
tered. from friends, who ridiculed the
scheme, aud tlivouzh laek of mouney.

Was there any @ther - reason?—A.Yes.
Mr. Noel Marshal met me in Kinz-street.
He was an ardeat supporter of mine in
my public life, I asked ‘him ' what he
thouzht of my aetion. He geemed in-
diznaut and mentioned that he wasi in-
terested’ through his partners, Messrs.
Ross & Mackenzie. He asked me to with-
draw the action.

We gave him $1600.

Was it a cheque ?—A. It was a three-
months' note.

Do you remember his seeing you the
day after and saying to you ‘that that
money was for himself personally 7— A,
No. That never oecurred,

Do you know if he put that note fin his
pocket and never accounted for it tohis
partner Dowd?—A, 1 don’t know any-
thing -about it.

It was paid for his personal jinfluence ?
—A. I don’t know what it was paid
for,

Do you keep what is called, a sus-
pense account ?—A. I don’t kndw whe-
ther we do or not.
