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Jurisdiction. So that the Church of England,
as such, is in no way compromised by this
judgment. Itix amatter of great grief that
the expulsion of one s0 notoeriously unsound
in the faith should have been arrested: and
it will, of courxze, be necessary to proceed in
another manner, whenever the true mode of
action is pointed out by competent authority.

We regret that we have not space, in this
present number, to give the Judgment of the
Cowmmittee of Privy Council, in extenso : this
we hope to do next month; but we may men-
tion now, that the ground taken is, that the
Patent given by the Crown to the Metropoli-
tan Bishop of Capetown. under which he
acted, has no effect or power to conter juris-
diction. or to give his acts the force of law.
Such jurisdiction, in the case of a colony
where a legislature is in existence, can only
be conferred by that legislature; and as this
has never been sought for, or granted, in the
colony of Capetown, the whole proceedings,
taken under authority of the Queen’s Patent,
fall to the ground.
