‘BIOGRAPHY.

SEBASTIAN CABOT.

Sebastian Cabot, a celebrated navigator,
was bornat Bristol in 1177, and before he
was 20 he made several vuyages with his
futher, who was an excellent mariner aud

1 mathematician, They discovered past of

Newfaundland in one of their voyages for
a north west passage ;3 but Sebastian, after
the death of his father, completed that dis-
covery, and alsoofthe continent of America,
long before Columbus or Vesputius I the
early patt of Henry the Eghth’s rergn e
sailed again with a design of proceeding to
the East indies, but owing to some disap-
pointment he went no further than the
Brasils, from whence he shaped bis course
fo- Yispanivla and Porto Rico, and retur-
neu. Soon afterwards we find Lim in the
Spanish service, but after one voyage to
Aumerica he returned tv Eugland, and set-
led in his nativecity. Edward V1. deligh-
ted in his conversation, and allowed bima
pension. A new company, called merchant
adventurers, was erected, and Sebastian was
placed at the head ofit. By his meansa
voyage was made to the north in 1552, and
a trade commenced with Russia, which gave
rise to the Russian company, Hedied about
1557, aged 80. XIn Hackluyt’s Collection
are his instructions for the direction of a
voyage to Cathay, 1lewas the first who
noticed the variation of the compass, and
wrate Navigatione nelle Parte Settentrio-
nale, Venice., 1583, folio.
