weokly pitéance thoy recoivo —and
whero pormancnt employment i not
guaranteed, but whore, 8% & monent's
notice, for the most trifling mistake
thoy aredismissed- And you ask why
such independence on the part of the
cmployer? It is mot with the nuswer
bo can afford to be indepundent: he
will insert an advertisemont 1 one of
tho ovening papers aud before noon
noxt day ho will have some huudred
applicatmun from whicls to choogo.

Theu comes the important question.
why do girls tako such places whete
{hero are so many disadvantages to con-
tend with?  Why not ongage as a ido-
mestic whoro thoy will have a xeod
comfartable home unthiug to necessi-
tate their goivg out in inclomens wea-
ther, and where tho law nllows two
weeks notico to bo sorved beforo a dig-
missal is legal?
