TIHE CLERGY IN SWHDEN. ;
" According to the Swedish constitution, religious
toleration is sacred, thongh dissent {rom the Luthe-
rau standard of orthodexy is not exempt from civil
disabilities. - There is n. Koman Catholic chapelin
Stockholm 3 but the priest dares not preach his pe-
culiar_doctrines in the vulgar -tongue ; when he
does use the Swedish, he must not deviate from the
points of faith cotmmon to all Christians,  Of the es-
tablished clergy, Mr. Clansade speaks favourably.
They atlewd punctually to their professional dutivs,

and at the same time do nat nweglect cither litera- |

ture or science. ‘Their livings are not richy but
they frequently improve their incomes by marrying
well. The bishoprics are of some value—Uhe poorest,
that of Hoernesand, being worth about three hun-
dred pounds, which in Sweden is a considerahle in-
come, especially as, in addition, every prelate holds
land, to be cultivated for his own advantage. The
average for the eleven hishoprics is, at leasty double
the sum just mentioned. ‘There is only one arch-
bishopric—Upsala—of which the revenue, indepen-
dent of a considerable [arm, is about one theusand
pounds per annum.  The number of “clergy is said
to be three thousuud six hundred 5 and the pawon-
age is administered with little corruption.  On the
vacancy of a living in the royal gift (and many are
the livings thus circumstanced) a list of three per-
sons, named by the consistory of the district (which
consists of both lay and clerical members,) is pre-
sented to the king, who chooses any one'of them—
usually the first.  Inthe other livinzs, the minister
is elected by the parishioners, thongh generally with
the approbation of the bishop.. In like manner,
when a'see is vacant,. the clergy of the diocese
meet,and prepare their triple list; to be laid before
the monarch.,  On the vacancy of the primaey, can-
didates are chosen by the clergy of the whole king-
dom, assembled in cach dibeese 5 and the three bi-
shops whe have the greatrst number of votes are in
like manner submitted to the erown for the selection
of one. . Jtappears, therefore, that the croswn has ne
direct ‘patronage, though its recommendation of u
candidate may often be successful, Thus the evils
both of royal, aristocratic, and episcapal patronage
are obviated by a procedure as uniforn as it is
simple.— Church of Kagland Megazine.
