§T. PATRICK'S DAY

OF

FATHER JAMES CALLAGHAN.

———

(From the Quebec Telegraph.)

In 8t, Patrick's Chuoreh, Quebec, on Ht.
Patrick’s Day, the Revd. Father James
Callaghan, 6f Montreal, preached the tollow-
ing sermen :—

“He hath not done In llke manner to
every natfon: 20th verse, 147th Psalm.”

Next to the undying love which an Irish
Cathollc has for his faith, thero is upon earth
nothlng that holds so imperious a sway over
bis affections as his nstiouslity, and after the
flag of his Church no other does he unfurl to
the winds with more honor and pride than the
gmm'ﬁ-.g of bis country, Yes, his grand
motto has ever been : ¢ My church, my coun-
try? Catholic Ireland has been for upwards
of fourteen huandred years a most constant
and moet unswerving advocate of the Chrie-
tian principle of union between Church and
State, and has sauctioned again aud agaia by
her example, and even by her blood, the
happy and ealutary dependence of the prin-
ciples of her nation npon the immutable and
unchanging principles of the Roman Catho-
lic Church, From the momert St. Patrick
ingrafted the dear little Shamrock of Erin
upon the majestio tree of the Church the in-
terests and sffections of Ireland and of Rome
became so happily and so Inseparably united
a8 to prove invincible to mozt despairing
effects to wesken or destroy this sacred elli-
spce. This union of religion with natienality
and this snbordination of national to Catho-
lic ;government are the chief &ources of
Jreland's glory and Ireland’s bappiness.
Bat all the other nations of the sarth do not,
dear brethren, rosemble you in this regard ;
no, in the words of my text, « Ho hath not
done in llke manner to every nation.”

GREAT MASS MEETING CALL
ED IN NEW YORK.

The following appears in to-day’s papocs :—
To the Cilizens of New York Cuy:

It having become a matter of international
notoristy that there are now held in English
prisons a number of men who are oftizens of
this Republic, some of whom, unconvioted of
any crime, have been in confinement for &
year or more (snd how much longer they
may be immured—or, for that matter, whother
tney shall ever breathe the air of liberty agatn
—18 something which no one but the jallers
can speak of with knowledge ;)

And in view 0! thae fact that all of thesa
meon protest thelr innocence, and have re-
peatedly demanded a trial, without avail, te
whioch they are entitled as American oitizens,
ft becomes the duty of the United Biatex
Government to demand of Great Britaln the
proot of their gullt, or their immediato ro-
lease, &8 per Act of Congreas, passed July 27
1868, viz. :(—

« Whenaver it {8 made known to the Prosl~
dent that any citizen of the United States has
been unyusily deprived of his liberly by or undar
the guthority of any foreign government, it shall
be tho daty of the President forthwith to de-
mand of that govercment tho reasons of suok
immprironment ; and, it it appear to be wrong-
{ul and in violation of the rights of Amexican
citizenship, the Precident shall forthwith ds-
mand the release of suech citizen, and it the re-
lease 80 demanded is unreasonably dolayed or
refused, the President shsll use such means,
not smounting to acts of war, 83 he may
think necessary snd proper to obtaln or ¢ffvo-
tuato thoe reloags ; and asll the facts and pro.
ceodings relative thereto shall, as soou a8
practicable, bo communfcated by the Presk-
dent to Uongress.” —[ Revised Statutes of (he
United States, Section 2,001, ) .

In accordauce with the splrit of this law,
as men loviog justice and baving regard for
the honor of ths American name, we hereby
unite in a csll to the cltizens of New York,
iercspective of political opiulons, to meet in
grand demonstration at Cooper Institute,
Monday evening, April 3, to volce American
sentiment, to protest against the arbitrazy
action of the British Government, and demand
that that our Government extend to these
men the full protection that thelr alleglance
to 1t guarantees.
