# Very Rev. Brethren—The sad events, of which
Syria bss lately been the thertre, have undoubtedly
attracted your attention, and excited your symypathy
and sorrow. Nearly tweaty thousand of our Chris-
tian brethren in that gouutry have been barbsronsiy
massacred by the Mahommedans snd Druses ; several
hundred villages have been sacked and burned : the
country bas been filled with the sighs and wailings
of Curistinn widows snd orphans, and about eighty
thousand victims of Turkish cruc]_ty have been left
without food, witbout clotbing, without any mecang
of sustenance, and without -a roof to sheiter them
from tho inclemency of the weather, Isend you &
briet repart of these unhappy occurrences, prepg.re_d
by two Fathers of the Socicty of Jesus, both inu-
mately acquainted with the state of things in Syria.
One of these reverend gentlemen, Father Palgrave,
who is & member of a distinguished family in Eng-
land, and who was formerly connected with t_he
University of Oxford, spent eleven years on the mis~
gion in tbat country, and was there daring the en.
actment of the dreadful scenes which he describes,
As this report shows with what courage and con-
stancy our Catholic brethren iz Syria professed their
faith in the midst of terror and of death, I beg of
vom to read it on next Sunday for your flocks, It
will iustruct and edify them; it will show bow we
ought to be prepared to sacrifice not only the things
of this world, but life itself, rather than renocuce
our holy religion, or deny the saving dooctrines of
the cross. Indeed, whilst the conduct of the Turks
¢an find a parallel only in 'the craelty of the Neroes,
the Domitiang, the Diocletians, and other Pagan em-
perars of antiquity, the courage and self-sn_cnﬁce of
the Syrian Christians remind us of the virtues of
the early followers of Christ, and prove t!mt the
spirit of & St. Ignatius and of a St. Jubn_ Chrysos-
tom and of other holy men who illaatrated Syria in
former days, by their virtues or their sufferings, is
nut defunct ; and that the faith planted there by the
Prince of the Apostles and his disciples, is still ac-
tive, and capable of producing the most noble fruits
in those who have displayed so unshaken attachment
10 the cross of Christ. When reading the narrative
of the masgacres in Syris you cannot fail to observe
that they orly form a part of the general ?varfn.re
carried on by the corruption of the world against the
Holy Oatholic Church. How many attempts are
mede, sometimes by fraud and treachery, on other
occasions by force or violence, t.o injure or destroy
the chaste spouse of Jesus Christ. On the romote
shores of Siam and Cochin-China, as well as in
Syria, Ohristians are barbarously tortured and put
to the sword. [n Sweden and other northern parts
of Europe, Catholics, for professicg their fuith, are
subjected to fines and penslties, to imprisonment or
exile ; in Ceotral Europe, uzder the pretence of pro-
moting liberty, the Churcu is most grievously ns.
sailed, her convents and mo2asteries are suppressed,
Yer ministers are sent into exile, and revolutionury
movements, dangerous alike to society and religion,
are encoursged and supported. While in the places
we bave mentioned persecution is publicly avoweil;
in other countries, and even among ourgelves, re-
ligion is agsailed in a more artful and perbnps a
mare dangerous manner. Thog, under the pretence
of promoting charity, & mixed system of education
is introduced, and to suit itto th'ose who believe
little, or perhaps nothing, the mention of every Cn-
tholic doctrine ie banished from the schools in the
time of common instruction. To meet the require-
ments of the Presbyterians, the Arian, the Socinian,
or the infidel, it is made & crime 1o have & cross, the
emblem of redemption, in the 8chools; children are
probibited to offer & prayer to the Great Author of
their being, or to invoke the name of thg Most Holy
Mother of God, or to speak of the doctrines or prac-
tices of the OUatholic Church, or to profess their
faith in the Holy Trinity, or in the divinity of our
Redeemer. Oathoiic works are banisbed from the
achoo’s, and books are put into the hands of chil-
dren, compiled by an Arian or a Socinian dignitary of
the Proteatant establishment, and well calculated to
deaden Catholic faith, and togive anti-Oatholic birs
to the youthful mind, What can be expected trom a
gystem carried on in this way, save the apread of in-
fdelity, or a cold indifference {o every form of re-
ligions belief, than which nothing can be more fatal
to the soul of man? Butit is in its Supreme Head
that the Church is principally amsailed. AL the
powers of earth and hell appear to be leagued toge-
ther in an upholy warfare againgt the successor of
St.. Peter, and Ohrist's Vicar on earth. Heresy
schism, infidelity, and socialism, hgvo_ all con.sph:e&
{ogsther against him, All the principles of jnstice
and of charity, of order and of subordination, are
gset at nought, even the interest and the rights of

now tade:the themo of universal praise? Isit not
through hatred of Catholicity, and the hope that he
will-introduce Protestantism or infidelity- into the
regions of Italy, that Garibaldi-is prociaimed a hero,
apd immense sumg of money are- collected to sup-
port him in his carcor of destruction and anarchy ?
The friends of snch deeds of darkness pretend that
they are animated by a love of liberty, and’ aunxiety
to promote the. welfare and progress of mankind,
but their real object is. the subversion of the autho-
rity of.the Pope, and the destruction of - the Holy
Catholic Church. Bui, reverend bretbren, the per-
secutions which the Ohurch bas to undergo, the suf-
ferings of the faitbful, and the trials -of- the succes-
sors of St. Peter should not surprise.us. The Serip-
Luce tenches s that all who wish to live pious!y shall
guffer persecution. And the Eternal Shopherd of our
sonls, shewed us by His sufferings and death what
we are to expect from a wicked world, and he pre-
pared His disciples for every nffliction by teiling
themn that be sent them as sheep-among wolves; that

nnd that the time would come when tyrants cou-
demning them to death would imagine that they
were rendering homage to' God. ' But &8 the passion
und death of our Redeemer teach us to expect sufler-
ings in this world, so His glorious resurrection dnd
His triumph over His epemies convince us thut the
cause of truth and justice will in the end prevail,
and that the enemies of the Church shall be.covered
with confusion and disgrace. The Church bhas been
often assuiled, but never vanquished ; her cbudren
have been mnssacred and afflicted, but their blood
lius been tho seed of new und more ferveat Chris-
tians. It was 8o in the esrly nges of the Church:
that this will he the result in the present times we
must admit unless we deuy the worde of the eternal
teuth : * Thou art Peter, and on this rock [ will
build my Church, and I will give to thee the keys nf
the kingdom of heaven and the gates of
hell shall not prevail against it.” The boly see will
come out of its present struggles more glorious and
more powerful than ever it was before, qud the Holy
Catholic Church, strengthened by the prayers of so
mapy martyrs whose blood will speak more loudly
tban tbat of Abel, and edified and encouraged by
their noble example, will continue to send ber mia-
sionaries to regions sitting in darkuess and the
shades of death, and to exercise her banevolent influ-
euce to the extremities of the earth., Huring hinted
at the dangers of mixed education, or of separating
instruction from the sanctifying influence of religion,
you will allow me to call your attentiou to the case
of one of the Turkish commanders, Tahir-Pacha,
who is mentioned in conpexion with the Syrian mas-
sacres, If mere edncation could keep a man in the
right course, this oificer would not now hoid his pre-
sent unenviable position. It appears from n corres-
pondent of Beyrout on the 12th August last, publish-
ed iu the Times, that he received all the advaulages
of an English education—having spent six yeurs at
his military studies in Woolwich, under the great
masters provided by tuat place. Yet this enlighten-
od and accomplithed gentleman, potwithstanding
his English educaticn, is stated to bave acted wiih
surpassing barbarity, and to have been onc of those
most actively enguged in promoting the butchery of
tbe Syrian Christiuna. The Scripture says * there is
a wisdom that aboundetl in evil.! (Eoclesiast. xxi.
15). May we not also say that there iz an educa-
tion that aboundeth in evil; and that the wixed
instruction which emancipates itself from the
guidance of religion, will most probably lead to the
deepest abysses of moral degradation and corruption.
When you, rev. brethren, shsll have read from the
pulpit the report of Fathers Palgrave and De Damns
on the Syrian massacres, it will not be necessary to
excite your flocks to sympathise with our distant
bretbren. We are all one kingdom, one fold, one
body, all members one of another, all under one head
Jesus Clrist. If any of our brethrea suffer we can-
oot but be afflicted with them. Wbhen we were sul-
fering ourselves, some years ago, from the direfnl ef-
fects of famiune, we were assisted by the charity and
sympathy of other nations, and many precious lives
were thus pregerved. Let us now show that we un-
derstand the value of charity, nnd that we are ready
to act towards othera as we wished that they should
act towards us. -It is in this spirit of Catholic cha-
vity that I beg of you, reverend brethren, to make
collections in all the charches, secular and regular,
of the Diocese on Sunday, 1Gth September, in order
to assist, as fur a8 possible, the poor suffering Chris-
tisns of Syria., A commitiee has been appointed to
receive the contributions of the faithiful, and to for-
ward them by the safest possible channel to their
destination. In making this appeal to you, I wust
ndmit that you and your flocks have innumerable
and ptost pressing claims upon you here at howe;
but I must add that I still venture to make it, be-
cause I know that your charity is inexhaustible, and
because the Scripture teaches us that the practice of
charity is the best preservation of faith, and the sur-
est test of true religion. You are not required to
give much ; awall sums given by many will furin an
amount suflicient to save the precious hives of many
poor guffering Christinns, And here let me add tha!
those who are devoted tosmoking, or the nse of ur-
deunt spirits, bave now an opportunity of doing good
to themselves and to their neighbor, by applying to
a work of charity a portion of what they throw away
in meintsining useless or pernicions habits. Let
those, also, who expead Inrge sums oun.banquets nud
equipsges, upon ornaments and dreases, and other
vaunities of the world, reflect how much sufferiuyg
they could prevent; and how much good they could
o, by curtailing useless and vain expenses, and cou-
tributing what they thua save 1o the relief of haman
misery and afliiction. If we believe that those who
are in sulfering and distress are our brethren und
mewbers of the same body, ouglit we not to be rewd)
to cut off useless expenses in order to coniribute
something to their relief?  But it is by prayer that
we are to assiat our suffering brethren still more
than by our alms. Let ns have recourse to our Hea-
veoly Fatber ou their bebalf, and in all our trials
anil afllictions let us implore of Hiw to look with
compussion on the work of His hands, and to raise
up and relieve hia suffering creatures. Let us put
our prayers under the pratection of the Most Huly
Mother of God, aud beg of her to present them at
the throne of her Dirine Son. She is our patroness
—she is the patroness of the Ghurch, and it we put
ourselves nuder ber protection and iwitate her vir-
tues, she will relieve our persecnted brethren in the
distant regions of the east, she will protect the
church, and she will dissipate the atorms by which
the bark of Peter i3 now so riolently tossed.

“ My Lonps— Within the last few weeks every ear
in Christian Europe has been struck wilb the loud

gacre which; while by the very ssumencss of tbeir
borrible details, they seem monotonous to'the reader,

have, by their frightful repetition, become us dread-'

ful in &oticipation to the survivors as they were hors /™

and~B 01d 2 WEy are the wicked men -who.
1 have.sold:theircountry and betrayed their sovereigns

thoy would be “the object of hatred to corrupt meu,:

‘thair faith with their blood, From the midst of these-
sorrows of denth:and destruction, which equal the
most awful deeds recarded in history, whether sacred
or profane, the Christiana of the Holy Land, as in
times of yore, turn their ayes and hopes for help to
Christian BEurope. We, wha bave been their pas-
tors, have witnessed these-deeds of blood, and who
bave spent the best years of our -lives in teaching
them the holy law which our Lord preached to the
world in the very country in which they now dwell,
baving by the mercy of God escaped the massacre
to which so many thousands have fuller victims, wo
come in the name of our flocks, now dispersed and
ruined, to sclicit your charitable assistunce. As the
advocates nnd members of s holy associntion, estab-
lished some years ago under the special blessing of
the Holy Father, for the relief of the Christians in
the East, we feel ourselves called upon now to use
every effort to come to their relief in their present
dreadful calamitics; and thereforc we appeal to the
charities of the Catbolies of England and Irclnnd for
the help of the suffering Christinns of the Holy Land.
We come to make known their noguish, privations,
and wantg, and to appeal to your charity in the
nume "of Jesus Christ; and as His Holy -Vicar oa
curth, Pius IX., hus so strongly expressed his deop
paternal sympatliy with “sheir sufferings, we veoture
confidently to solicit your lordships’ gupport acd as:
siptunce amongst the pius-and charitable.members of
your flock. .

“Three months since, the Christinns of the Eust
formed a numerous and flourisbing population ; they
counted in their ranks the various rites of Greeks,
Armenians, Syrians, and more especially the-Maron-
ites, better known in the West than their brethren of
the Oriental rites; their livea pnssed peaceably on
under the direction of their patriarchs, their bishops,
and their priesis, in perfoct union with each othor,
and due dependg¢nce on the Holy Sce. The Holy
Father himself, Pius IX., had lately re-established
umongst them the Latin patriarchs of Jerusalem,
vacant for more than six centuries. European mis-
sionaries furnished these Christian communities with
waafever me:ns the zenl and liberality of the West
could supply. Thus, among the six hundred thou-
sand Christians who inkabited the eastern shore of
the Mediterranean Sea, the good cause pruspered,
and everythiog seermed to announce yet better days
for the ancient lands whence the precious light of
the Gospel rose a3 s day star in the East to enhigbt-
en the world.

¢ But now these flourishing Churches, assailed by
trenchery and massacere, totter to their very founda-
tions, and at the very moment that we write theso
lines, eighteen thousun@ Christians lie cruelly mns-
sacred, and seventy-five thousand wander in the bar-
reo mountaing, nor have they where to lay their
heads. Eight thousund widows weep over their hus-
bands butchered, and ten thousand orphans are
thrown destitute on the world. Twenty-eight
schools, established by Catholic Europe for the pro-
motion of religious education, bave been destroyed
slinrches to the number of at least 560 have been
razed to the ground; seventy convents plundered
und barnt: three hundred and sixty Christiap vil-
lages reduced to ashea.

“ Nor iz this all. The whole produce which the
soil of Mount Lebanon affords, with its silks, its
vines, it3 fruit trees, from the northern diatricts of
the Maten to the southerly pinins of Nazarreth, with
all the crops and gurdens of the wido plains of Cwlo
Syris, all the anti-Lekanon range supplies from Hama
(tke Emath of Scripture) to the limits of Ituria, all
the harvest of Horan, the gravary of the Holy Land ;
all this, with the flocks, cattle, berds, and beasts of
burden which the jll-futed Christiuns possessed, in a
word, all their means of existence, have been in a
few days burned up, carried off, twenty thousand
square miles, from Beyroot to St. John of Acre, from
the sea coast to the Eastern degert. Orver all this
land Rothing now remaina but desolation ané death.
Once mare, and fully as bitterly as of yore, is heard
in Rama the voice of wailing, Raehel weeping for
her children, and will not be comforted because they
are not. .

¢ Such disasters, had they occurred among hea-
thena or idolaters, would surely huve been more than
sufficient 1o move every heart, and to excite the
charitable sympathy of the whole world. But what
must be the feelings of Catholics in favorable Europe,
when they learn that the only cause of the misery of
their Ensterz brethren was the profession of the
Christian faith, apd that their assaesins only aim
was to extinguish that faith in the blood of the
coubiless martyrs.

 True, the murderers have sought to excuse these
horrors in the eyes of the world by accusing the
Christians of having been the first aggressors, dis-
guising facta with the most imprudent falsehood ;
but bistmy will declare through all ages the inno-
cence of "the Ohristians and the barbarity of their
enemies.

* It would be toolong, my Lords, to enter here into
the account of the plot formed in 1841, and the vex-
ations which since that period bave harassed the
Christian inhabitants of the Turkish dominions;
or to relute how seven bupdred and sixty-two of
them perished by assassination in Mount Lebanon
alone, between 1841 and the conflagration of Beit-
Miri in 1859, Let it suffice for us to mentien the
fullowing fact, which will show the actual relative
position of Christians and Msbommedans ir the
East. .

# Hardly had the treaty of 1856 been signed,
hardly had the Mahommedans become ncquainted
with the leading articles of the famous ° Hatti Ha-
muisons,” when in the manth of October, that very
yeur, the priucipal Dector and Chief-of the Mahom-
medan religion at Aleppo, anoouncea publicly in the
Iarge moszque of the town, ¢ war aguinst the Chrisi-
juns to the death) Hu solemuoly declared in judicial
form, thai, owing to the changa lately effected in the
situation of the Christians io the Turkisb Empire,
und their being placed upon equel footing with the
Mahommedans, all treatiea of allinnce between Lhe
two puarties were henceforth broken off, that the
blood of the Christians mighy bie shed with tmpunity
and the pilluge of their goods and destruction of
their lives regarded as just and lawfal.

“Such was the decision of the Mahommedan
preacher and law-giver.  On all sides rose a cry of
anvage enthuaiasw, and nothing but the necessity of
watching an opppriunity more surely to aim their
blow hindered its being immediately carried into
effect.

¢ In less thar two vears this first blow was struck
at Djiddn; but the swift retaliation of the Euro-
pean Powers checked for & while the geucral out-
break, which they could not totally hinder. At laat,
in the mooth of May in the prosent year, 1860, the
Druses, exciled and aided by the Turkisk Pashas,
rose-in-arms against the Christians, and swore ‘to
exterminnte sl those who make the sign of the cross
in the Torkish Empire.! -

. Lebanon was first attacked, as being the maimn
rallying point and stronghold of the Syrian Chrig-
tians. But the inbabitants of that mountain wero
not the only ones destined to slaughter, the massa-
| cres-of -Hasebya and Rashei in the anti-Lebanon, of
Baalbec and Damascus, followed close on one an-
other. In: moro distant-places theinsurrections of
Aleppo, of Homs, of Tyre,.of Acre, of Jerusalem
itself, proved to a demonstration that the main

-point of hostility lay not hetween the Druses and

Mazonites, but the Mahommedans and the Obristians
in general, oo :

it A 1ady of high raok was seized by the Druses,
thoy seated her on the ground, and butchered on ber
very knees her. husband and ker children’one by one.
Stie reached Beyroat, her garments still drenched
witls blood, yet she sbed no tears, ber look was
fixed as of one stupified, yet no feeling of despair
found access to her soul; resigned to the will of
God, she only saw-in those borrors the just punish-
ment,” as she . thought of her sins, and when she
came before the Catholic missicnary, she said:—*‘1
am doubtless & great sinner; 2urely it is my mon-
strous pride that has drawn down on me the loss of
my family in doe day.’

W Seventeen priests were gathered together in
prayer in our Lady’s Church at Deir el-Kumer at the
moment that the Turkish soldier sacked the holy
place. These barbariana cut off' the ears and the
nose of the arclidéacon, and thrust them into his
mouth withi the sacritegious jest, * Receive tho Body
of Christ. They then hack off bis limbs one .after
the other, and his companions were put to horible
and lingering deaths.

“The Druges seized a Christing, and stretched
him on the ground ; they then flayed off the skin of
his brenat in the form of a cross, poured guo-powder
into the gnshes, and set five 10 i1, saying: ‘Call oa
thy crucitied God to save thec if He can!

¢ In the Jesuit's Charch at Zahleh, when ths town
wis taken, lhero were gathered together several
bundreds of oid men, women, and children, nmougst
them was the Father Superior of the convent, three
luy brothers, twenty-one ecntechists, and fourteen
‘nuns of the Sacred Heart. As soon as the Druses
entered, they rushed like demons to the altar, and
began to breuk in pieces the tabernacle with their
hatchets. The nuns threw thewselves in the way,
seized their arms, and cried out, *Strike us, but do
not insult our blessed Lord. Meanwhile one of the
lay brothers of the Jesuits, u opative of Zableh, ex-
horted those who were present to die as mArtyrs.—
Hig vonerable appearance led tbe Druses to think
him a priest ; one of them rushed upoa him, drove
his sword through his breast, then ran to seize the
bell rope of the church, and rang the bellin trivmph,
erying out, ¢ Bear me witneas all of you, mine is the
bouor to have killed the Christinn priest.” {lia com-
panions next fell upon the Father Superior, the
Rev. Edward Billotat, ani the (wo remaiving lay
brothers, with all who were in the service of the
convent. Thbe whole were massacred, save & lad
whom God miraculously preserved from death, that
be might tell the tele. The day before he had said
to the Superior—! Father, [ will follow you wherever
you go; if you escape, I will go with you; if you
remain to die, I will die at your side.! When the
Turks began to insult the Father Superior, he re-
proached them with their brutality ; they answered
him with a gnnshot, fired so close that not only the
ball passed right through liis body but his clothes
were seton fire, and his whole side scorched and
burnt. As be fell bathed in blood, another assassin,
tu finish him, laid his shoulder open with a sabre
cut, while unother seized him by the hair, erying out,
‘ Take this and die in good earneat,- thun Ohristian
dog,' and gashed bis forehead with his duggen They
then left iim for dead among the corpses; but, after
having long lain inaeusible, on the third day when
consciousness returned he dragged himself to a
neighboring village, where an old woman and a poor
paralytic were the ooly survivorsin the place. They
gave him refuge and bound up his wounds. Some
Christians coming up, laid bim across a mule, and
carried him by a mountain-road to Beyrout. During
all this painful jourcey of two days, not a groan, not
a word of complaint escaped bis lips. Carried to
the hospital to be tended by the Sistera of Charity,
the atench that exhaled from his wounds, and the
wormsg, that swarmed in every gash, showed the ne-
cessity of the most vigorous mensures tostop the
progress of the gangrene already set in. While the
sirgeons employed the laucet and the burning irons
n calm smile played ob his features, and when at
last after o month of suffering he began to recover,
be begged as the only reward of all he had gone
through, to be permitted to make the vows of po-
verty, chastity, and obedience, and to live and dje as
& lay brother in the Society of Jesus.

 Such are the Christians of the Holy Tiand ; such
are the men, ny lords, in whose behalf we implore
the charity of sjour diccesans. As for the eighteen
thousand who have already sealed their faith with
their Llood, they have no need of our compassion,
their lot is rather to be cnvied. Dut more unhappy
is the fate of seventy-five thousand whom death has
apared, and who are without home, without food,
without clothes, and soon tle clill of autumnn and
the inclemency of winter must aggravate their suf-
ferings. [s it strange if they iurn their eyes to
Europe and rely on the charitable generosity of their
Christian brethren.

‘t Some years since a society was founded to as-
gist in the conversion of the East, and named the
¢ Asgociation for the Oriental Schools, because the
principal means for effecting this conversion was by
multiplying Christinn schools througbout the Turk-
ish Empire. Iao the present emergeucy, its members
have raised a subscription in every dircction on be-
half of the Christians of the East, and u great num-
ber of cardinals, of archbizshops, and of bishops,
have offered lnrge suws, the result of theic charity
and the contribution of their flocks. Already the
society has doae its utmost to meet the more urgent
wants of the desolated East; but what can they do
fur the ten thousand orphans left by the late mas-
sacres, who require the means of permanent subsist-
ence ond edueation—for the vounmless refugees who
have to rebuild and refarnish their villugey now in
nshes ? and who stand in need of cuttle to till the
ground, of gramn 1o eow, und of ull the means of life
and existence. My Lords, it i3 under these cironm-
stances nnd for this end that we appeal 1o your cha-
rity.

** No Christinu heart eun be indifferent to such an
appenl. If our charity should be universal in jts ex-
tent —if the Christian, the Cutholie, should be ready
without distinction of race, of country, of birth, to
say with St. Pavl: ‘Who is weak, and I am not
weak —how much more should we feel the disasters
of the Holy Laud, the land watered with the blood
of Christ and the tears of the apostles ?

“ How haly to the heart of every Christian is the
country whose desolation we now mourn ?—how
rich in hallowed remembrance! The country of the
patrinrebr of the people of Gud —the birth-place of
the Church of Christ—Tyre, Sidon, Aulioch, Damas-
cug, Heliopolis, Bosru, Edessa, Mount Lebanon, the
springs of the Jordar, arc il numes of Holy Writ ;
and Carmel, Nazaretl, Uethlehewm, Jerusalom, Mount
Thabor, Calvary, are unames yev more dear to our
Chistian henrts.

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PRESENTATION OF THE MACMAHON SWORD
OF HONOUR.

The deputation zent by Treland to present the
Sword of Homour .to the renowned énd fur-famed
Marsbal MacMahon, bave discharged their duty ; and
the hero of the Malakoff and- the hard-fought field of
Mogenta is now in posagsston of his keen and trusty
Irish weapon. ]

The idea of payiog such a mark of esteem and love
to the descendant of one of Ireland's regal sons, wag
a bappy one; and to the oredit of our country, it
was carried out to the last with the most praisewor-
thy spirit. North nnd Saouth, East and West, vied
with eacl other in pouring contributions into the
treasurer's hands, till the sum of £500 was there to
purchase the Sword of Honour. And on last Sun-
day, at the Camp of Chalons, amidst a brilliant
crowd of admiring generals and officers of gallant
France, tho offering was laid at the Marshal’s feet.

If the great warrior wus proud when the Emperor
recogaised his valor, and rewarded the evidence he
gave of his military genius in the hour of danger and
of trial ; certain we are that he felt a greater thrill
of joy on beholding his own nation preparicg to ho-
nour his heroism. That nation had fought for her
freedom for four hundred years.-—~She bad triumphed
when ber sens united ; and it was oply when the
foe divided her people, and weakened her ranks that
she was struck down.—But beaten or victorious, iz
glory or in chains, the prowess of ber sons in the
shock of battle was undisputed. It was not neces-
sary to prove their courage standing on the soil of
Frunce. The glorious victory of Fontenoy, where
they routed a Saxon king and his army, and stood
as victors on the battle field attested their matchless
bravery.

A Sword of honour coming from such a race must
have been most welcome to the great Gencral. And
full of that idea, tnking the weapon from the scab-
bard, he declared that ‘bhe should one day leave to
his eldest son, Patrick, that magnificent sword. It
should be for the son, as it was for the futber, a new
pledge of those close ties which ought to unite him
for ever to the noble country of his ancestors.'

These are words which will be treasured up by
the brave and honest men of Ireland. Itis a source
of joy to.them that one of their race,'one in whose
veius the pure blood of Ireland flows, has won such
distinction in France. They saw him with pride de-
corated with the highest military honours the Empe-
peror—the Eldest Son of the Uburch—could bestow
upon Lim ; and tbey, a race of warriors,and the de-
scendants of men who fought for centuries for *hap-
py homes and altars free,” have placed in his hand a.
weapon whiclh he has proved himself able to wield
in the ficld of battle.

All these considerations are calculated to ennoble
still further the men of both nations, and cement
their friendship. France must have looked on the
presentation with pleasure, and felt a thrill of bap-
piness on eeeing a chivalrous country like Ireland,
paying homage to her greatest general. And Ire-
land, too, feels her pulse quicken on viewing the
scenes at Chalons. It tells her that, notwithstanid-
ing all she bas suffered from a relentless foe, the me-
mory of her gallant deeds is yet fresh in the mind
of Europe; that ber old spirit is still buoyant and
vigorous ; and tbat the day star of her freedom,
bright, dazzling, and resplendent, is visible on the
horizon, ready, when the moment arrives, to flash
its light on 8 free and liberated nution.
