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ARTICLE 30

Amendments

1. Any Party may purpose an amendmnent to this Convention. The text of anysuch amendment and the reasons therefor shall be communicated to the Secretary-General, who shall communucate them to the Parties and to the Council. TheCouncil may decide either:

(a) that a conference shall be called in accordance with paragraph 4 of Article62 of the Charter of the United Nations to consider the proposed
amendment; or

(b) that the Parties shall be asked whether they accept the proposed amend-ment and also asked to submit to the Council any comments on the proposai.

2. If a proposed amendment circulated under paragraph 1 (b) has flot beenrejected by any Party within eighteen months after it lias been circulated, it shallthereupon enter into force. If however a proposed amnendment is rejected by any Party,the Council may decide, in the iîglit of comments received from Parties, whether aconference shahl be called to consider such amendment.

ARTICLE 31

Disputes

1 . If there should arise between two or more Parties a dispute relating to the in-terpretation or application of this Convention, the said Parties shaH consuit togetherwith a view to the settiement of the dispute by negotiation, investigation, mediation,conciliation, arbitration, recourse to regional bodies, judicial process or other peacefulmeans of their own choice.

2. Any such dispute which cannot be settled in the manner prescribed shahl bereferred, at the request of any one of the parties to the dispute, to the International-Court of Justice for decision.

ARTICLE 32

Reservattons

1. No reservation other than those made in accordance with paragraplis 2, 3 and
4 of the present article shail be permitted.
2. Any State may at the time of signature, ratification or accession makereservations in respect of the following provisions of the present Convention:

(a) article 19, paragraplis 1 and 2;

(b) article 27; and

(c) article 3 1.
