
NORTII ATLANTIC TREATY

The Parties to this Treaty reaffirm their faith in the purpo8es and principles.of the Charter of the United Nations and their desire ta live in«peace with ailpeoples and all governinents.
They are deterniined to safegusard the freedomi 'commPon Îheritage andcivilizatîon. of their peoples, founded on the principles of deorcinàividual

liberty and the rul »e of law.
They seek to promote stability and webil-being in the North Atlantic area.
They are resolved to unite their efforts for collective defense and for thepreservation of peace and security.
They therefore agreb to this North Atlantic Treaty:

ARTICLmE 1

The Parties undertake, as set forth in the Charter of the United Nations, tasettie any international disputes in which they rnay be involved by peacefulmeans in such a manner that international peace end security, and justice, arenot endangered, 'and ta refrain in their international relations <rom the t-hreator use of force in any manner intoneistent with the pùrposes of the United
Nations.

ARTICLE 2
The Parties will contribute toward the. furtiier development of peaceful andfriendly international relations by strengthenin-g their iree institutions, by bring-ing about a better understanding of the prinoi-ples upon which, these institutionsare founded,,and by promnoting 'conditions of stability and weIl-being. Tliey wilIseek to eliminate conlict in their internationalî economic policies and willencourage economic collaboration between any or ail of them.

ARTICLE 3
In order more effectively ta achieve the objectives of this' Treaty, the.Parties, separately and jointly, by means of continuous and effective self-helpand inutual aid, wifl inaintain and develop their individual -and collective
