There is no substantial evidence sug-
gestmng that seat beits currently provided in new Canadi-
an automobiles require modification to improve
dependability. However, there is a continuing surveillance
program on seat beit performance in automobile colli-
sions to detect possible design problems requiring atten-
tion. Considerable research is being carried out to develop
means of encouragmng increased seat belt usage through
convenience changes and the addition of warning devices.

Expaoim): Under the ARDA agreement which has been
signed with the Province of Quebec, it is proposed to build
[Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton)-]

the following roads in the constituencies of Abitibi and
Témiscaminque: (1) road to Kipawa forest; (2) road to
Megiscane forest; (3) road to La Sarre forest; (4) road to
Matagami forest. The last two locations are subject to
consultations with La Société de Développement de la
Baie James, but the locations in each case have been
selected by the Province of Quebec.

3. The Centre has not been closed.

4. Although the financial administration of the Regina
Treatment Services District was transferred to Sas-
katoon, it was necessary to transfer only one individual at
a salary of approximately $7,000. Additional expenditures
for the Saskatoon Treatment Centre as a result of the
reorganization of the Regina District have therefore been
negligible.

5. Prior to reorganization the nuitiber of staff at the
Regina Treatment Centre was 12. The remaining staff,
including the Senior Treatment Medical Officer, is f ive.

6. The number of staff in the Saskatoon Treatment
Centre has remained at 67 in spite of the transfer of one
individual from Regina.

8. There have been no reports of delay or inconvenience
to veterans who continue to be looked after by the DVA
staff of the Treatment Services in Regina.
