Aside from these details, my service as an
Examiner in Physices during these many years has never
been questioned., I may add, too, that never have I
sought from any Board or individual my appointment as
Exsminer. My margin of satisfactory activity in the
sphere of education is quite broad and 1 am able to
withstand the eriticism offered in this particular
instance.

I 2dmit that the solution of the problem in
Question 6 as accepted by me as an examiner was in=-
correct., Regarding the solution of the problem in
Question 1, 1l am within my rights when I state that
I was free to use my own judgment in the matter, since,
speaking from memory, I do not believe that one single
candidate had offered the correct solution. The gquestion
involved the inverse square law of gravitation, and
hence I gave full value of the problem (5 marks) to
any candidate who reslized that the given law referred
to was the one asked for. This problem was more diffi-
cult than the pupils were able to deal with, although
it is included in their text-book. Up to the present

no papers have been submitted to me to be re-read.
Hence I am not in & position to make further comments
in this matter.
