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HOW TO MEND MATTERS.

The city’s affairs are in a bad way. The
universal complaint is that the Council, as
& whele, is lamentably incapable. Recent
revelations, we are pained to see, give
grounds for the suspicion that something
more and worse than incapacity prevents
the Council from doing its work effcctively
and for the general good. But though this
is known and talked about the electors are
apathetic. They seem to forget that they
have it in their power to bring about a
better state of things, The civic electors
do not seem to realize that the City Council
is p thing of their own creation, and that
whether it is.good or bad it is such as they
have made it. The men who compose it
are all of their choosing. If they have been
apathetic and careless as to the char-
acter and capacity of the men
inte whose hands  they place the
management of the city’s affairs, who are
to blame if the city’s work is neglected or
badly and dishonestly done? There is but

‘one amswer to this question, and we would

like to hear the civic electors answering it
fully, frankfully and trathfully,. When
they do this, when they are convinced that
they themselves are in a very great measure
responsible for the defectiveness of their
city government, we shall hope to see the
beginning of the reform  which all see is so
greatly needed. But,as long as the citizens

continue to be caréless as to whom they
elect as city councillors, so long will the af-

fairs of the city be badly managed in every
way.

When the time comes that the citizens
will be eareful to elect none but good men
—men of fair business capacity and tried
imtegrity—to the council, and when capa-
ble men see it to be their duty
to make some sacrifices for the common
good and allow themselves to be placed in
nemination for seats at the Council board,
there will be good hope that this city will
become what it is capable of being made—
the most delightfal place of residence on the
continent of America. But thiu,neceua.ry
work must be begun and continued by the
electors themselves, As long as they
neglect, their part of the work it is folly for
them to blame the Councils of their own
making for being what they are.

It should be remembered that ‘there
is no magic in the chairs of
the Mayor and Conncillors. They cannot
convert small and narrow-minded men into
liberal, intelligent and broad-minded ad-
ministrators and legislators. They caznot
make dishonest men honest, or selfish and
greedy men liberal and public-spirited.
What the men were when they were private
citizens, they will be when they become
members of the City Council. It would be
nesdless to remind the electors of this mani-
fest truth, if they did not every year act as
if they expected election to the Coungil to
offect a transformation nothing less than
miraculous. But the age of miracles is past,
and the citizens, if they wish their civic
affairs to be well managed, must realize in
the liveliedt manner that ithey cannot have
a good City Council out of bad or even poor
material. :

We trust that the electors of ‘the North

The very fact of the generality of this de-
mand proves, under existing circumstances,
that the remedy asked for is the right one.

When now all classes of the busi-
ness community declare with substantial
unanimity that by a certain act their con-
fidence will be restored, when, in other
words, the money men, whose confidence is
to be revived, say that this act will do it,
then it is certainly the thing to be done.

There is, however, one thing
beyond doubt, and that is it will never be
done if by any means, fair or foul, the op-
ponents of repeal in the Senate can prevent
it. ' Afew men in that body are setting
their opinions and their interests against the
wishes and convictions of what is best for
the country of the great msjority of the. in-
telligent men of the United States. - Is
there any one who can honestly affirm
that this opposition to the general desire,
this use of the power which it can 'almost be
said accident has placed in their hands, is
attributable to a sincere, if mistaken, re-
gard for what is best for the common good?
If & few men in the Senate can succeed in
defeating the well-understood wishes of the
people, what becomes of the boast, which
we so often hear, that the United States is
a country in which the people are sovereign?
Now, if any, is the time for the people to
exert their sovereignty, but can they?

A CORRECTION.

The inadvertent omission of a word in
the quotation which we gave in our article
of Thursday, from Mr. Gosnell’s report to
the Premier, makes Mr. Gosnell assert that
the census enumerators did not visit the
Naas and Skeena rivers, the Omineca coun-
try or the Stickeen river.

This is not what Mr. Gosnell said.

Here is the correct quotation : P

I observe a despatch in the World from
Ottawa that Mr. Lowe, Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, states that the 11,796 Indians
referred to is included in the 98,173, but
this is clearly an inference based on the
suppesition that the census enumerators
covered the whole area of British Columbia,
which is not the case.

In Cariboo the enumerators did mnot go
farther than Chilcotin country, and in New

the population of which makes up the total
of 10,177, classed in the census as ** Coast,”
was from the head of Howe Sound on the
Mainland side (snd the islands belonging
thereto) to Alaska, including Queen Char-
lotte Islands ; along the Naas and Skeena
rivers, and in the Omineca mining country,
and on the Stickeen river (400 population).
Further thé enumerators did not go or
.could not go without fitting out an expedi-
tion at great cost and taking a very long
time. -

The omisted words were *‘.400 popula-
tion” and * further.”

We greatly regret that Mr. Gosnell, by
the mistake of the transcriber, is repre-
sented as saying something very different
from what he did say. Bat, further than
this, i!; view of the proof adduced that the
census enumeration did not cover the entire
Province, and that the result was the omis-
sion of 11,959 names which ought to bave
been included in the “count, the question
whether the Naas and Skeena rivers, the
Omineca and Stickeen comprised portions
of the omitted region is wholly immaterial.
The fact still remains that the work of the
census enumerators did not cover the entire
Province, and that, hence, at least 11,959 of
the population, which are shown by the
returns of the Indian Department to be in
the region not visited, are omitted.

Since the above was in type we have seen
an article, in last evening’s Times, in which
is quoted approvingly an Ottawa dispatch
stating that “British Columbia will claim
an increased subsidy of nearly $10,000,” but
that it is not likely the Provincial conten-
tion will be admitted as, in the depart-
mental report, the Indian population of 35,-
202 is only “approximate.” By whom
this Ottawa dispatch was inspired
we are mnot in & position to
say, nor- does it signify. Itis guite evi-
dent, however, that the Provincial claim is
expected, and that the only answer to it so
far suggested is a denial of the accuracy of
the Indian Department’s own report, which
report, although stated to be only *ap-
proximate,” is, we are in a position to state,
based upon reliable data furnished to the
Indisn Department by the Hudson’s Bay
Company’s agents.

We can very well understand that
any pretext, . however flimsy, might
be urged by those who have blun-
dered, to defend their own work, but
we are pained at the unpatriotic conduct of
those at home, who merely throngh politi-
cal antagonism to the Government, would
deny what any man of intelligence must
see at a glance is the Province’s just
right in this matter. Some twelve
thousand people are proved by the Do
minion’s own officers to have been omitted
from our population, and this because. the
work of census enumeration was only par-
tially done.

THE HOME RULE BILL.

The Home Rule Bill has, we pre-
sume, passed through the Homse of
Commons, but it is yet very far
from being the law of the land. Tt must
pass the ordeal of the House of Lords. If
the Bill had been carried in the Commons
by a large majority, and if there was reason
to believe that Mr. Gladstone’s Government
enjoyed the confidence of the natien, it is
not likely that the Lords, much as they dis-
approve of the measure, would take upon
themselves to reject it. It has in these
days become the settled policy of the House
of Lords not to reject a measure which is
known to be approved by a large majority
of the people. But there is no such cer-
‘tainty in the case of the Home Rule Bill,
On the contrary, there is a very strong pre-
sumption that if the Government should go
to the ocountry, making the acceptance of
Mr. Gladstone’s Home Rule Bill the issue,
it would be defeated by a 'considerable
majority. , The majority which earried
the Bill through the. House of
Commons has  been & very small
one. - That majority, it is believed, would,
on an appeal to the ocountry, disappear
 altogether-and would be transformed into a
much Iarger majority against the Bill.
Under such circumstances, the House of
Lords will be well within its rights.in
throwing outq the Home Rule Bill and in
giving the people an opportunity of deeiding
whether or not it shall become the law of
the land. :

It must be remembered that, at the last
general election in Great Britain, Home
Rule was the principal issue, but it was
Home Rule in the abstract.. Mr. Gladstone
had kept the nature of his proposed bill a
profound secret, so that when the electors
voted they voted for the principle~of Home
Rule. Nothing more. There are, as is
well known, very many who are in favor of
Home Rule in the abstract who do not ap-
prove of Mr. Gladstone’s measure. When
the Lords reject the Bill, as the Duke of
Devonshire—who, hy the by, is a life-long
Liberal—intimated they will be sure to
do, and would be justified in doing, they
will give the people an opportunity of
passing on Mr. Gladstone’s scheme-
of Home Rule. The last people in
in the world to object to this should be the
Liberals. They profess to believe in the
people, with a capital P, and it wounld be
highly inconsistent in them to cemplain if
the Lords consider it their duty to give the
people a chance of giving their opinion in a
constitutional way on Mr. Gladstone’s Home
Rule for Ireland.

The Home Rule agitation has been edu-
cative. Everyone in the Three Kingdoms,
who takes the slightest interest in politics,
has read about home rule, talked about
home rule, and, perhaps, quarrelled about
home rule, - The British constituencies are,
therefore, in an infinitely better posi-
tion now to vote intelligently on the home
rule issue than they were in 1886, Home
Raulers, if they have the faith in the good-
ness and the reasocableness of their canse,
which they profess to have, will be glad,
now that the people know something defi-
nite about the subject, to have Home Rale
again made an issue at the polls,

There appears to us another and a very
strong reason why the people of Great
Britain should have another chance of
voting upon the Home Raule issue. When
the quéation was before the people at the
last general election, the objection was made
‘that the Irish people would not be satisfied
with a: reasonable measure of Home Rule
that they would accept any conecssion that
might be éxtended to them as only an in-
stalment of what they wanted, and that no

We can imagine English Liberals who
had been for years fighting with might and
main, under circumstances the reverse of
pleasant to them, for  Home Rule for Ire-
land, smiling bitterly when Mr. Redmond
concluded his speech and calling to mind
the predictions and warnings they had
heard from old friends who had become
Liberal Uniorists. They must have felt
that they had suffered and labored in vain.
We are very greatly mistaken if Mr. Red-
mond’s ungracious and  untimely speech will
not be long remembered by many who have
been favorable to Home Rule, and if when
the issue is again before the people that
speech will not have the effect of deterring
thousands from voting for the Home Rule
party. That the question of Home Rule
for Ireland will be again submitted to the
British electorate, and that too before long,
there cannot be-the shadow of a doubt.
‘What will then be its fate ?

The sudden fancy for flounces narrow
and narrower is said to have its rise in
envy of the wonderful gown just im-
ported, by Mrs. Willie K. Vanderbilt,
and that has 52, They are not much
over half an inch wide and-of soft iri-
descent silk mull. Just think of the pa-
tient labor put on these 52 ruffles. Each
one must measure at least 8 yards
around, and when you get them multi-
plied you find that there are 312 yards to
be hemmed with fine stitches, and then
the  same number of yards have to be
gathered, which make 624, and these are
to be then basted on and finally sewn,
which gives a total of 812 more, and that
makes 936 yards sewing upon the flounces
of the skirt alone, not counting the
-ruffles on the sleeves, and the wide Marie
Antoinette fichu.

There is no mistaking the fact that
the multiple flounced dress is going to
have a rage as sudden as it will be gen-
eral, and it will not be confined to light
material, for black silks and even velvet
are being covered with them.

The ruffles on the heavier materials
will have to be cut bias to hang well,
but others look quite as well on the
straight and are far less trouble.

One very pretty fancy was to have
narrow black lace over a maize satin
duchess, and, by the way, satin duch-
ess is tobe one of the most popular fab-
rics for fall and winter.
