Reciprocity Will Only Be Supported
By Hide-Bound
Partisans.

HAMILTON, Sept. 19.—(Special)—
Another rousing meeting against the
reciprocity pact was held in the Con-
servative headquarters for ward seven,
where a packed house again greeted the

speakers this evening. Samuel Barker,
M.P., was the principal speaker, and
he aroused great enthusiasm in his
treatment of the question. He declar-
ed that at heart Sir Wilfrid Laurler
was a free trader, and that he had been
working towards his goal in dealing
with the United States by first trying
to get unrestricted reciprocity. This
was turned down, and he then. tried
commercial unfon. Now he wanted re-
ciprocity in natural products, Mr.
Barker declared that no loyal Canadian
would willingly vote for the treaty, but
that a great many hide-bound partisans
would.do so. In reply to the criticism
that the Conservative party were in an
alllance with oBurassa and his follow-
ers, the speaker asked if the Conserv-
atives could be accused of disloyalty
because in this election they were as-
sociated with good Liberals who were
bolting their party on the reciprocity
question,

Frank Quinn, Wm. Bell, K.C., and C.
R. MecCullought also addressed the
meeting.

Editor World:. In fairness to self
and to my fellow citizens who have
shown thelr confidence in me. by twice
ehed:c me to represent them in the
Ontario Legislature, 1 desire the favor
of placing before your readers my side
of the controversy with Mr. Gordon
Waldron,

Altho I was not a candidate and up
to that time had taken fio public part
in this election, Mr. Waldron saw. fit
to publish what I considered to be a
very unfair and misleading article in
his paper, The Farmers' 8un, regard
myself and the business with which
am connected. To this article I repiled
in the following letter:

Editor Farmers’ Sun: I do not
usually reply to personal attacks,
but my attention has just been ¢call-
ed to an editorial in yeur issue of
the 2nd of August under the cap-
tion of “The American Trust in Can-
ada,” which i{s so absolutely un-
fair and misleading that I must ask
you to give this letter the same
publicity as the original charges.

- Your first statement is that I
am opposed to the British prefer-
ence. This is absolutely untrue. On
the contrary, I have been in favor
of a British preference for mare
than a quarter of a century. This
can be readily verified by my pub-
lieations and speeches, and it is
largely because I am an upholder
of British preference that I am op-
posed to the proposed reciprocity
treaty with the United States, be-
cause I belleve with President Taft
and James J. Hill that such a treaty
will effectually prevent any further
extension of our Inter-imperial

trade. .

You further state that the Amer-
ican Wateh Case Company, is the
only concern making watch cases
in Canada.

This is entirely incorrect. There
have been seven watch case factor-
ies started in Canada. Of these
the, P. W. Ellis Co.,, and ourselves
are the only ones still engaged in
the business, all of the others hav-
Lnf; uumlm make their factories

ay.

You also state that I sold out to
an American trust and am now
simply the nominal head of this
business. It is trué that I was for-
tunate enough to interest some of
my personal friends in the United
states in this business and that
some of thém are largely interest-
ed in one of the watch case com-
panles and tweo of the watoh move-
ment companies in that country—
but none of their companies have
any business connection with each
other in any way and cannot be
honestly called a “Trust” in any
sense of the word. In order to show
how absurd such a statement is, it
«is only necessary to say that there
are in the United States more than
half a dozen large watch case
companles and half a dozen watch
movement companies independent
of and competing with them 'in
their separate businesses—and that
there is neither a trust nor a com-
bine as regards watch case or watch
movement prices in that countty,

In my ignorance, perhaps, I had
imagined that I was doing good
service to my native country {(n
getting American capitalists to in-
vest over half a million of dollars
in manufacturing watch cases in
Canada, thus giving employment to
a large force of skilled Canadian
artizans and helping to make a
home market for our Canadian
farmers. If 1 am wrong in this, I
would be glad to be corrected.

You also Insinuate, altho you do
not openly make the charge, that
the American Watch Case Com-
pany has taken advantage of the
tariff to exact a liberal share of the
protective duty levied upon import-
ed watch cases. In regard to this I
am sure that both your readers and
yourself will, be glad to know that
such is not the case—on the con-
trary this company has for many
years gold their product at prices
quite as Jow as the factories of the
United States were selling theirs in
their own country. This was amply
proved under oath in the libel ac-
tion of the American Walch Case
Company v. Doll a few yedrs ago.
As a matter of fact, watch cases
are sold very much cheaper in Can-
ada to-day under a duty of 30 per
cent. than they formerly were un-
der the old 15 per cent. tariff. This
arises from the fact that when the
duty was low, we had no watch case
factories in Canada, as without tar-
iff protection it was impossible for
them to withstand the competition
of the United States makers. Un-
der these conditions the consumer
paid the whole of the 15 per cent.
duty. With the 30 per cent. tariff,
however, the Canadlan case makers
have not only been able to estab-
lish themselves, but they gradual-
ly reduced their prices, so that for
years watch cases have been sold
as cheaply in Canada as they were
in the United States. 1In fact, it is
safe to say that this company alone
has saved to the people of Canada
at least $1,000,000 on the prices of
the watch cases they have made
and sold since they commenced
business.

In conclusion. permit me to say
that even were vour statements
true, I do not think that personal
vilification such as you have in-
dulged in regarding Mr. W. K.
George and myself, is falr or hon-
cst argument in the discussion of
such a great national {ssue as the
present undoubtedly is, ”

Reciprocity with the United States
is something about which Cana-
dians can and do honestly differ and
it is both unfair and unwise to im-
pate mercenary motives to thoss
who. altho differing in opinion, are
probably just as honest and sincere
in their convictions as you
vourself.

The i{ssue is now bhefore the people,
the last and final court of appeal,
and I, for one, am content to abide
by their decision.
