Lost Guns and Stores ia Pight With
Arabion Insurgents at Sanaa.

Constantinople, April 16.—.\'ew§ rés
ceived here from Hodeida is to the ef-
fect that the situation at 8anga is pre-
carious, necessitating a new relief ex-
pedition owing to Gen. Riza Pasha,
aide-de-camp to the sultan, having lost
all his guns and stores In recentiy
fighting his way into Sanaa. .~ :

A despatch from Constantinople of
April 1 said that Riza Pasha with a
strong force cf men had reached Sanraa,
capital of the Province of Yemen, Ara-
bia, on March 29. On March 8 it was
reported that Sanaa had fallen into the
hands of the insurgents and em March
18 a despatch stated that Sanaa had
capgtulated. but subsequently this was
denied by the military authorities at
Constantinople.
