This statement he 
emphatically denied. He asserted that 
Aid. Graham merely asked him an off­
hand question whether he could get a 
bylaw to reduce the number of licenses 
prepared. He had a8vised Aid. Gra­
ham that the Council, not having ap­
proved the principle, it was premature 
to pr pape the bylaw. Aid. Graham did 
not then inform him that he had been 
consulting Mr. Caswell.

Aid. Graham: I gave you to under­
stand that I had been talking to Mr 
Caswell.

The Mayor: No, you did not tell me 
anything of the kind. I thought you 
were simply asking an off-hand ques­
tion whether you could get a bylaw 
prepared or not.

Aid. Graham intimated . that the 
principal question In which he was 
interested wae whether the Mayor ob­
jected to the reduction of the number 
of licenses.

The Mayor thought the proposal to 
reduce the number of licenses by 25 
was foolish at the present time. His 
reason for this opinion was that the 
Ontario Legislature Is going to take 
the license question up at this session 
and he thought lt would be a blunder 
for the city to Interfere now. If toe 
change wthch the Legislature made 
was not satisfactory lt would then be 
time for the Council to take such 
steps as It deemed necessary.
