The French line steamer 
LaBourgogne, steaming at a ra te of 17 knots an hour, crashed into the 
British steamer Cromartyshire, off Cape Sable, and shortly alter the 
collision sank. -

The. Bourgogne had on board 525 passengers and a crew of 220. 
Of these only 165 were rescued. The disaster to the Victoria in the 
Mediterranean some years ago, the wreck of the Elbe In Hamburg Har­
bor, and the wreck of the Drummond Castle off the. coast of France in 
the Bay of Biscay, not to mention the loss of the Boston a good many 
years ago, and the loss of the E utopia off Gibraltar, are all discounted 
by this great calamity.
