FEAR THE CHINESE.

Three Divisians of Celestial Army
to Manchurian Frontier,

Berlin, April 14.—The people here are
becoming more distrustful of the gen-
uineness of China’s neutrality, This feel-

|ing was increased to-day by a telegram

from the Shanghai correspondent of
The Berliner Tageblatt.

He declares China has mobilized three
divisions. Two are being pushed for-
ward to the Manchurian frontier, their
‘toreposta lying between Kinchow dnd
(Chowyang. The first division is only
‘about 1650 kilometres (4 miles) from Gen.
Kuropatkin’s headquarters in Liso-
iyang, and the second about 250 kilo-
metres from Admiral Alexieff’s head-
quarters in Mukden. The third division
is now preparing to take the fleld at
Panginfu.

A large number of Japanese officers
are acting as instructors of the Chinese.
troops, and their numbers have been
much increased within the last few
weeks.

Japan’s influence with the Chinese
troops has increased greatly in the last
month or two, especially in the Pro-
vinces of Chili and Shantung.

Exaggerated reports of great Japan-
'ese victories are industriously circulat-
ed by Japanese despatches.

Talks of the Importance of Foreign
and Domestiec Missions.

Kingston, - April 14.—(8pecial.)—In
speaking before a crowded mass meet-
ing of the Episcopal Domesu'c and For-
eign Missionary Society at Kingston to'-
night, Hon. S. H. Blake delivered a
stiring address, Speaking of the in-
Auence of the Bible on the different na-
tions of the world, he recalled Enz-
land’s humble position at the time
when Spain’'s power had reached 1tg
height. England was then tke land of
poverty and insignificance, but on the
other hand it had become the land of
the open Bible. There was the power
which was destined to raise it to its
present supreme position, and in the
spurning of the great book .lay the
gecret -of Spain's downfall,

To every nation, therefore, the Bible
and its teaching should be carried, and
for this purpose the Domestic and
Toreign Missionary Society existed,
This society at present was endeavor-
ing to raise about a hundred thou and
dollars for missionary work, but could
not. Let the hundred and twenty thou-
sand Episcopalian families of Canada
give at least $5 each, and increase the
Aarnual income to five hundred thou-
sand dollars. Money raised by self-
sacrifice was the only acceptable way.
