Labor Mea Toward Both Parties. -

A labor candidate for the by-elec-
tion in London, as announced in Mon-
@ay's Advertiser, is an assured fact,
the Trades and Labor Council at its
meeting last night deciding to accede
to the reauest of the Dominion Trades
Congress, now sitting in Winnipeg, that
¢ candidate be put in the field.

The labor men of this city have been
discussing the®™ matter for some time,
but the telegram referred to in Thea

Advertiser Monday hastened the
present action.

No man has yet been selected, and
no mnames were discussed by the
council, so several prominent labor
men stated to The Advertiser today.

On the table was the telegram from
¢the Dominion Congress at Winnipeg
saying that Mr. Vervielle, M. P. for
one of the Montreal constituencies,
and at present president of the Do-
minion Congress; Lawyer O'Donohue,
of Montreal, the solicitor of the con-
gress, and Allan Studhelme, M. L. A.
for Hamilton, would come to London
at the earliest oppor’unity, and lay the
matter before the labor men here.

The Convention.

The convention for the selection of
a candidate will not be called for

some time—probably not until the writ
for the election is issued. Delegates
from every trades council in affiliation
with the Trades and Labor Council
will be asked, and this convention will
choose the candidate. This man’s
name will then be submitted to a mass
meeting of the labor men of the city
for their approval.

“I have not the faintest idea who
the candidate will be,” said a mem-
ber of the council this morning. “No
names have been mentionped so far,

but in all probability many will come
forward now that a labor candidate is
a certainty. We will have a candidate
all right, and he will be a good man.
I think we can win, too.. The labor
party is united, and will work dili-
gently for the election of the candi-
date. I do not know when the con-
vention for choosing the candidate will
be held. We will look the possible
candidates over, and then decide. A
convention can be called within 24
hours after the writ is issued. We
have chosen the delegate plan, as a
mass meeting would be too unwieldy.”
